Hanish denied knowledge of the
whereabouts of the boy or his mother,
declared he was of royal descent, that
he was known by the term ".Master" to
his followers; said hp became a doctor
at a Chicago medlea sejiool, and was
characterized as "Reverend" by his
own society. He testified of trips
about the country with the Lindsay
boy at the mother's expense, and about
visiting Mrs. Lindsay at her Xew York
apartments. He denied that any im-

proprieties took place at the temple.
Mystic Rites of Adoration.

Mrs. A!n;a Reakirt of Xew York,
Mrs. Lindsay's sister, related accounts
she said her .sister gave her wherein
Hanish was considered the reincarna-
tion of Christ. She also described
mj slic rites of adoration before pic-
tures of. Christ and Hanish by Mrs.
Lindsay and ..the boy- Mrs. Lindsay,
she said., told her Hanish. said she was
a princess of France and that the boy
was the "lost orphan of Louis XYI."

Believed Hanish to Be Christ.
Mrs. Asenath Cochran of Xew York,

a friend of Mrs. Lindsay's, said the
latter had told her of the discovery of
Christ, in Hanish and gave as proof
the statement that the cult loader "told
her all about herself."

VERY LITTLE PROFIT
ON DRESSED MEAT

Witness Says Packers' Profits Come
from

Chicago, Jan. 4. yield
97 per cent, of the profits In the pack-
ing business, according to figures giv
en by William D. Miles, formerly the
general manager of the Armour Pack
ing company in Kansas City, who
finished his testimony today in the
trial or ten Chicago packers, charged
with criminal violation of the Shermai,
law. He gave the company's net prof-
its for 1S99 as $202,875 in the dressed
beef department, based on the slaugh-
ter of 204.&20 animals. s

An analysis of these figures showed
that the company made but three
cents profit on the dressed meat of
each steer killed, but tho fat of each
animal yielded a profit of 42 cents.
The profit on hides was S7 cents a
head and on the glue manufactured
from hoofs it was 18 cents.

The profit from the fat was 14 times
that yielded by the dressed meat and
the profit from the hides was nearly as
much. The money made from glue wag
six times as much as that made from
the sale of the fresh meat, aocording
to Mr. Miles.

Special Counsel Sheeftn spent sev-

eral hours in an effort to compel the
witness to admit that these figures
were obtained by bookkeeping methods
devised by the packers, but was unsuc-
cessful.

Arthur Colby, director and assist-
ant secretary of the Xational Pack-
ing company, will be called as the
government's fourth witness when
court reconvenes tomorrow.
