Practically all the imports into the
Hawaiian islands are from the United
States, except a few articles, required
by local conditions, which cannot be
obtained in this country". The Imports
of foreign merchandise amounted to
about 5 million dollars, made up chief-
ly of nitrates from the western coast
of South America, and Japanese prod-
ucts imported from Japan to meet the
demands of the 78,000 persons of Jap-
anese birth or parentage now living
in the islands. The census of ll10
shows the population of the Hawaiian
islands at 191,907, of which 70,500 are
classed as Japanese, 24,000 as "Ha-
waiian," 22,000 as Portuguese, nd
21.600 as Chinese. The number of
persons born in tho United States re-

siding In lUwaii in 1910 has not yet
been announced by the census of that
year, the figures of 1900 having been
stated at 4,n. The total population
has errown from SS.O00 in 1878 to 192,-00- 0

in 1910, the growth of the foreign
population during the period being
from 6.J00 tj 153,300, while the num-
ber of Hawoiians declined from 51,600
in 1172 to 3S.500 in 1910.

The figures cf trade shew a continu-

ous excess of exports over imports.
In 1875 the excess of exports over im-

ports was 2407,245; in 1H9, 6 million
dollars; in 1901, 4 3 million; and in
IS It, 14 1- million. Imports have
increased from 1 3 million dollars
in 1875 to 28 million in 1111; exports,

PECAN SALAD,

To clean a white felt hat, brush the
nat thoroughly with a soft, clean brush
Take some flour which has been dried
in a slow oven and mix It with bread
crumbs; rub this into the felt with
your hand. When all marks have dis
appeared brush the hat briskly and It
win look almost like new.

Fasten in Front.
Recalling the fashions of Louis XIII,

Some of the new winter dresses actu
ally button down the front. There is
also a corsage that fastens with rath
er large buttons at the left side, fin
ished with a frill of real lace. Anoth
er fastening at the front crosses over
to the left side and fastens by two
buttons Just above the waist, the trim
ming of the bodice consisting of one
large shawl reverse at the left and a
narrower band at tha right side.

This fashion of the front fastening
is noticeable in many of the new
blouses that will be worn with tailored
suits. Some of the fastenings on tho
left side on the heavily soutached
crepe de chine blouses are concealed
beneath two inch bands of satin that
form a species of trimming on the
blouse corsage.

Cleaning Rugs.
It is better to clean small rugs at

home than send them to professional
cleaners. Small rugs should be taken
to the grass plot and there beaten well
with a light whip or rug beater. Do
not turn over and beat on the wrong
side, as that breaks the rug. The beat
ing on the surface brlng-- the dirt to
the top and this should then be swept
off, sweeping with the nap, not against
it, as this wears out the rug. Also when
laying large rugs lay them so that
when they are swept it will always bt
with the nap. A badly soiled rug may
be washed. Do not attempt to wash
large rugs while on the floor. This
method has been widely advertised and
appeals to the housekeeper because she
need not take up rugs, the water soaks
through, and having no way of es
eaping, dries up, leaving a layer
mud between the warp, which gradual
ly rots the threads while the carpet
looks bright on top. After a rug has
been well beaten, the soiled parts may
be washed out with a soution of soap
bark or borax and water, using an
ounce of bark to a gallon of water.
The rugs are laid k.it for this purpose
and if it is done carefully and the rugs
then wiped oft with a cloth wrung out
of hot water, until dry, they will be
clean and bright and in no wise in
jured by the washing.

Democrats Not Obliged to Be Destroy
ers.

Editor of the Bulletin: While the
different Dolitical "isms" are scrap-
ping away in different parts of the
country, I have oeen having Just a
little fun mjself, trying to reply to my
many democratic friends who are
showering letters upon me to know
how I can call myseif a democrat and
not agree to a revolution of business
by tearing away the protective tariff
now in exisience. The tirst two or
three I answered, but there are so
many and some of them so cranky
t if I may be allowed to use such a
term) tha the only way I can an
swer them :.n the right way is through
the columns of your paper that every
one of them appears to read.

Now, to begin with, a democrat be-
lieves in a government of, for and by
the people. A democrat has views on
constitutional questions that are not
and cannot be progressive in the way
that term .s now used. As ths only
way to make the constitution pro-
gressive is to amend it with the de-
mands of the times, I believe in the
first and also plead guilty to heing in
favor of the constitution as it is; not
as it should be. That, in my estima-
tion is true democracy. I also be
lieve that the only tariff needed is a
tariff for revenue, but the fact re
mains we have a tariff for protection
and that tariff cannot be disturbed
without unsettling the business it was
made to protect.

As to the high cost of living being
due to a protective tariff, that is afl
nonsense, as )s proven by the fact that
free-tra- countries are suffering with
the same troubles equally as bad if
not worse than protective tariff coun-
tries.

The cheapest country to live in on
the western continent is highly pro-

tected Mexico, because the supply of
life, necessary articlr are greater than
the demand."

The recent reduction in the tariff on
hides, followed by a corresponding
raise in the price of shoes and other
leather goods proves that the tariff
does not cause the high price of
shoes.

While many of the tariff schedules
are undoubtedly higher than they
should, the way to reduce them is
by careful, studious examination into
the cost of producing and manufac-
turing articles at home and abroad,
and proceeding accordingly.

Tariff reduction to suit a section of
the country at the expense of another
section is 1 wrong.

During the late debate on the reci-
procity measure, the only reason for
such an agreement by Mr. Taft
and his followers was, in my estima-
tion, political capital. When his party,
more jealous of the Interests of our
great agricultural world than Mr.
Taft, voted him down and out, ho
called a special session and aaked a
democratic congress to do what the
republicans had not, thereby putting
that party in a nice little hole and
closing up the hole.

After the democratic congress had
passed the bill obnoxious to 32,000,000
people (the farm people), to offset
their blow at American agriculturalists
thev offered a free list bill. In that
bill" breads, breadstuffs, and crackers
(unsweetened) were included. All
kinds of prepared flour (except rice)
were included. Funny, isn't it? Very
peculiar that the southern dictators of
the democratic congress should fail to
include "sweetened" cookies and
breads anS "rice products'' in the free
list bill. It was all right to bang
away at tt-.- e wheat, corn, oats, beef
and other nroduots of the north but

WHERE THE RED CROSS IS

HANDICAPPED.
The Red Cross has no place for its

humane work where there is civil war,
since the treaties do not require either
faction to recognize it.

During the progress of the recent
revolution 'n Mexico, the American
Red Cross offered Its services to the
Mex-ca- gcvernmant, but its offer
could not be accepted. As a result,
the American Red Cross confined its
aclivitleg t' the boundary line be-

tween the United States and Mexico.
caring for sick and Wounded soldiers
and destitute refugees who were
brought across the border or taking
the risk of venturing over the line,
without official protection, when the
demands of humanity were imperative,
as was the case at Juarez, Nogales,
Tla Juana .nd elsewhere.

The "importance of rigid govern
mental control of the use of the Red
Cross is well illustrated by the pres-
ent condition in China where no off-
icial supervision of suoh use exists.
Many different unauthorised organiz
ations are using the emblem in the
hope of protecting the lives and prop-
erty of their members. Since no re
strictions on this use are enforced, the
result is that the emblem has lost
its sacred character in a farcical and
pathetic scramble for a protection
which it cannot give. The following
extract from a private letter from
Wuchang, China, bears directly upon
this point:

"All sorts of people are using the
flag and the badge who have no right
to do so, and many seem to think
that a subscription entitles them to
full immun'ty and protection. The
Red Cross is so badly abused by mis
use throug-- people bringing their val-

uables to be stored under its aegis,
that presently It is feared the whole
population will hoist the sign at the
last extremity as a last resort."

At the ninth international Red Cross
conference, to be held in Washington
next May, this omission of the treaty
of Geneva to provide for Red Cross
operations n civil war will probably
be one of the important topics for
discussion. Representatives of forty
or more countries will participate in
this conference.
