Big as the State of Connecticut Mis-

sionary Preaches at Hartford Ca-

Yhe Hartford Post says: Rev. John
Ftaser. a Catholic priest who has been
a missionary in China for eight years,
preached at St. Joseph's cathedral pn
Sunday and gave an interesting ac-

count of the efforts that are boing
made to convert the millions in that
country from paganism to Christian-
ity.

Father I racer's parish is as large
aa the whole state of Connecticut
and comprises about 1,000 towns and
villages with populations of from 1,000
to 40.000 natives.

Father Kraser is on a tour of this
country for the- - purpose of raising
funds for the support of schools and
orphanages for the education and care
of native children.

There are several native priests now
working among their own people ant',
by another year several young Chinese
students now in a seminary which
Father Kraser helped to establish will
be ordained to the priesthood.

Father FTaser spoke of the hard-shi-

of travel in going from one end
of his parish to the other. Such jour-
neys are often made by rowboat and
occupy a day or two, the rowers work-
ing day and night. .

The preached spoke of the custom
that abounds among the natives of
abandoning the girl babies to die from
starvation and exposure, on the banks
of the rivers. Hope was expressed
that some at least of these abandoned
children w ould be rescued and brought
up as Catholics, and that the spread
of Christianity would cause a change
in the custom of the abandonment 01
children by parents.

Father Fraser touched upon the rev
olution which is now going on In Chi
na and expressed the opinion that
there would be no uprising against for-
eigners if there was no interference
by foreign powers.

A collection was taken up which
yielded a substantial sum for the sup
port cf the work in which Father
FTaser is engaged.

Office of the
Street Commissioner.

Norwich, Jan. 1, 1912.
The ordinances of the Citv of Nor

wich provide that the owner or owners,
occupant or occupants, oravate cor
porations or any person having care of
any building or lot of land, bordering
on any street, square, or public place
witnin tne uity, wnere tnere is a side-
walk graded, or graded and paved,
shall cause to be removed therefrom
any and all snow, sleet and ice within
three hours after the same shall have
fallen, been deposited or - found, or
within three hours after sunrise when
the same shall have fallen In the night
season; also, that whenever the side-
walk, or any part thereof, adjoining
any building or lot of land, or any
street, square, or public place, shall be
covered with ice, it shall be the duty
of the owner or owners. occuDant or
occupants, private corporation, or any
person having the care of such build-
ing or lot to cause such sidewalk to
be made safe and convenient by re-
moving the ice therefrom, or covering
tne same witn sana or some otner suit-
able substance.

The failure to do so for two hoursdaring the daytime exposes the party
In default to the penalty provided by
uiQ oruinances.

The ordinances also provide that in
case of any violation of any of theIcregoing provisions, or refusal or
neglect to comply with them, the party
violating them or not complying with
them shall pay a penalty of five dollars
for every four hours of neglect, after
notice from any policeman of the eltv.

The ordinances also make it the dutv
of the Street Commissioner to collect
all penalties incurred under the fore-
going provisions, and if they are not
paid to him on demand, to report thecase to the City Attorney, who shallprosecute the party offending.
