THE CUTLERY WORKS

Rev. P. C. Wright Speaks on The
Main Line, It Being the Second r

His Series.

At the cutlery works, the local
branch of the International Silver
company, at noon on Thursday, the
second shop talk by Rev. P. C. Wright
was given.

Rev. Mr. Wright said that life may
be compared to the main line of a
railroad, life figuratively speaking ly-
ing along a main line for the mostpart After we have chosen or fallen
Into our life's work, there is a great
sameness in. our lives. That is the
reason we frequently call life a hum-
drum. This is true on Sunday much
tne same as on week days. '

That being true, the, main line is
the place we are to do the great
amount of business and it calls for the
most careful supervision and equip-
ment. There on the main line we are
apt to make our success and our rep-
utation. Not a few men try to mp.ke
it on side lines, but that Is a mistake,
being contrary to the best theory and
practice. If you have chosen the nick-
ing of cutlery as your main line, that
is the place you can well afford to
make your strongest efforts' and tp-pl- y

your best thought and strength.
Succeed there and you will be pretty
apt to carry the side lines to better
fdvantage. Should you even open new
lines you will be greatly aided in
making a success of them. If you
fail on the main line new lines are
not apt to come your way and side
lines will not pay.

The best opportunity for making a
scccess is on the main line of life
The narrow radius gives the opportun-
ity. Eaih sphere of life has its prob-
lems. Not one of us has to face the
problems of the other so far as busi-
ness is concerned, at least. Therefore,
if each has his own problems and his
only, the number of problems for
which each is jesponsible is compara-
tively small.

Life being narrow in its limits gives
opportunity for concentration, which
value is" felt everywhere. Your shop
illustrates it and it is called special-
ization. This increases our hope of
success.

There is still ine comparison of life
to a railroad which has not been men-
tioned that appears just here. One
main line joins another. Main lines
are not isolated, but inter-relate- d. One
needs the other for the success of all.
I want to say to you men that capital
and labor will never succeed until both
recognize that each is essential to
the other. Rich and poor, educated
and ignorant, banker, manufacturer,
laborer, all need each other for the
Kuccess of all. This fact makes it
important that each should lo his
best and achieve success. Such de-
pendence upon one another will re-
quire certain characteristics in each.
If each is utterly selfish and self-will-

neither can succeed in the largest way.
It each gives way to the other in some
things both will prosper.

Right here we come back to the
same idea which always confronts us
when we think through the theme of
human welfare. Start anywhere and
work your way through until you ccme
to the idea of human welfare and you
will always stand upon moral ground.
You will always have revealed to you
the Importance of the highest moral
purposes.

I close by .saying to you men, that
the greatest essential of your success
as individuals in home and shop and
business and all life is that a perfect
moral purpose shall be the inspiration
of your toil, recreation, social life.

New Magnate of Boston Club Tells of
Time Eleven Men Kept Cleveland
Going.

Jim McAleer, new magnate of the
Boston club, thinks the clubs carrytoo
many men on their payroll and train
them too much. He said recently in
discussing the subject:

"Teams are forced to carry above 20
players to make a flag fight, and even
then they are compelled to use pitchers
In the outfield or outfielders In the In-

field.
"When I was working under Pat

Tebeau in a Cleveland uniform around
the early nineties went went through
the season with 11 men and we made
a fight of it all the way. We had one
catcher, Chief Zimmer; two pitchers,
Cuppy and Cy Y'oung; four inflelders,
three outfielders, and one extra guy
wuawas supposed to fill in any vacant
spot. Only he had little work to do,
as the other 10 of us were generally on
the job, where nothing but a punctured
spine or a badly splintered neck could
crowd us away from the works.

"Why Is it, then, that if 11 men were
enough,' 20 or more are not enough
now? Why is it that If two pitchers
could work through a schedule, six or
eight today can't turn the trick with-
out sore arms, breakdowns, lame back,
or something else to crowd them away
from the field?

"We fought as ruggedly and as
fiercely then as they do now. But if a
catcher had his thumbnail bruised back
there or if an inflelder got his shoe-
string twisted or an outfielder lost his
cap he was not laying off for a week
or two to eet riaht.- -

"I've seen Zimmer step back there
witn Broken fingers, have seen him
bind them up with tape", and still catch
great ball. I've seen inflelders crip-
pled, and they no more thought of ask
ing for a rest than they thought of
asKmg Rockefeller for his share of the
oil business. They were out there to
play ball, and these tliinas were part of
tne game. And when a ball player was
relieved he had to come pretty near
showing a coroner's certificate with a
signed autopsy to pet away with it.

"Where he got little money, rode in
day coaches and stopped at second rate
hotels, tl- - of todf" draws down
a hank" v. rides Pullmans, and
stops st ' expensive hotels. We
were bi: then. Today they are
athletes, re not so particular
about our ;lition through the off
hours, but we wore always on the field
drunk or sober. Today the athletes take
better care of themselves, are more
particular about their condition, have
about half the work to do. but themanager is lucky who can put his reg
ular lineup into play for a week's
stretch.

CARDINAL CATCHER SAID
TO BE SLUGGING FIND.

Elmer Johnson, Kentucky Recruit, .300
Hitter in Minors and Wears "Home
Run" Sobriquet.

WTien Scout Kinsella of the St- Louis
Cardinals, formerly manager of the
Springfield team of the Three I league,
gained the consent of Manager John
McGraw of the New York Giants to
sell Elmer Johnson to the Cardinals he
landed for Manager Bresnahan one of
the hardest hitting catchers in all In-

diana and one who in the National
league should be close to the top as a
slugger when the averages are figured
at the close of the season.

Elmer Johnson, known as "Hickory"
Johnson, and also 'as "Home - Run"
Johnson, is a Frankfort boy, having
been born and reared in that city in
Kentucky.

FINANCIAL AND

A STRONGER TONE.

An Improvement in Prices for No Ap-

parent Reason,

New York, Jan. 25. With no appar-
ent reason for a change in the course
of the stock market today, the tone
became distinctly stronger. In the
early part o the day trading was ac-

tive and prices rose briskly until many
stocks were established on a level a
point or more above yesterday's close.
The latter half oi" the session was dull.
The market idly awaited word as to
the action of the St. Paul directors in
regard to the dividend rate, which
came Just after the close. The im-
provement in prices was well main-
tained, in the last few minutes there
was a sudden outburst of activity,
chiefly in St. Paul and Reading, both
of which sold off abruptly.

Trading was heaviest in the leading
railroad stocks, although there was i

better inquiry for some of the indus
trials. Union Pacific snowed more
strength than for several days, and the
action of that stock, as well as several
other prominent issues, suggested that
short covering was largely responslole
for the upward course of prices.

The action of St. Paul, which rose a
Point early in the day. exerted a
strengthening influence upon the rail
road list. Although the street was
well satisfied that the St. Paul direc
tors would reduce the dividend rate
from 7 to 5 per cent., there remained
an element of uncertainty until word
was received from the board room that
the expected reduction had been order
ed. While the earnings of the road
have fallen considerably short of the
amount needed to continue the 7 per
cent. rate, the nram upon the compa
ny's resources has been largely on ac-
count of the extension of the system to
the Pacific, so that today's change in
rate does not necessarily imply that
similar action may be expected b
other western roads.

Indications that earnings of the
western lines have been comparatively
poor during recent weeks were borne
out by the December statement of
Atchison, the first of the large western
roads to report for last month. Gross
earnings fell off 1400,000, although a
reduction in operating expenses limit
ed the decline in net to half that
amount. The outlook for January is
not bright. Railroad officials said that
weather conditions in the first three
weeks of this month were more unfa
vorable than was generally realized.

Foreign exchange rates rose sharply
today. Demand sterling touched 4.87

2. the highest point since May of
1910, when gold was being shipped to
London In consequence of the disturb-
ance over the death of King Kdward.
London today was offering 1 per cent
better than local rates for money. Ar-
rangements for the new German loans
which will be offered publicly on Mon
day, also were a factor in the foreign
exchange market.

American Tobaceo common was tak
en over today from the "curb" to the
stock exchange. Opening at 259, un-
changed from the last sale in the out
side market. It rose to 261 2. The fer
tllizers were strong, with buying based
upon the increased business and the
decPne in tho Drico of cotton seed.
