TOWN CLOCK SLOW. in
Besides, the Heavy Weights Are Said

The town clock in the tower of the
Town building has gone bad again and
is not keeping time as it should.

people in the town of Union.
This is a large claim, more so than

the average ones, which are comin? in
oonstajitly increasing number. After
prolonged delate the last general as
sembly extended the closed season on
deer until well into 1917. The aiiimaU
have increased in number during the
past five years in all parts of the state,
and it is a foregone conclusion, with
the protection now given, that they will
multiply even more rapidly.

One man in Putnam said Saturday
that he has given up the idea of de
veloping an orchard at his farm in
East Killinely because of past raids by
the animals, and that last year they
spoiled his corn crop by eating thoi
tops oft' the stalks. This man's experi-
ence is tvpical of that of many other
Windham county people, where deer
are especially numerous. The pretty
animals have now become

and may be seen in almost
any rural section hereabouts, some-
times in herds of eight to a dozen head.
In their selected roaming grounds fields
are often found tracked by them as
thickly as by cattle. They are great
feeders, perl'erring the tips and tops of
various trews and plants, and if the
state is going to stand for their feed-

ing n fruit trees, etc., the bills are to
be heavier and heavier.
