given the right, if they choose to ex-

ercise that ight themselves, to pass
final judgment upon the proposition.

People Shall Say Who Is Right.'
My proposal Is that if the court has

decided that the legislature plus the
executive has exceeded the power
granted by the people to them under
the constitution, that the people them-
selves shall have the right to say
whether their representatives in tho
legislature and the executive office
were right, or whether their repres-
entatives In the court were right. Pro-
vision should be made that no vote
could be had, save at a regular elec-
tion not less than six months distant
after the appeal to the people is made.

Two Years of Discussion.
In that case, you see, that the min-

imum time would be two years of dis-
cussion by the people, two years of
disjussion which would include the
first election, which would include the
discussion before the committee which
would Include the discussion before
the house, which would include the
discussion before the governor, which
would include the discussion before
the court, which would include the
decision of the court, and which then
would Include the six months' discus-
sion before the people finally and def-
initely acted.
Time for Full Deliberation and Con-

sideration.
There would have been two years'

discussion, two years' time for the
fullest deliberation and consideration,
and, that beingr the case, it is an ob-
vious absurdity to say that I am pro-
posing to submit such action to popu-
lar whim, to the frenzy of a moment.
A moment that lasts two years is a
long moment. If in two years the
people arc not able to make up their
minds about a question, then I am
sorry for the commonwealth of which
they are citizens..

Not Wedded to Any Method."
Now, understand, I have no pride

of opinion in this matter; I am not
wedded to any method. I advocate
the method I am advocating because
it seems to me to offer a better chance
of reaching a right solution than
any other, but I am wedded to
the Jiurpose that I uphold. I wish to
put a stop to the courts nullifying
laws which the people deem unneces-
sary to their general welfare. I stand
at opposite poles from those worthy
gentlemen whose conception of the
relations between the constitution and
the people Is that the constitution is
a straitjacket to control an unruly
patient. I regard the constitution as
the means for giving the full expres-
sion to the deliberate and well thought
out judgment of the American people.

Abide by Popular Decision.
I hold that no man, whether in ex-

ecutive or legislative or judicial office,
or in private life, has a right to call
hiciself the servant of the people un-
less he serves first his own conscience,
unless his prime loyalty is to the im-
mutable laws of righteousness, but I
hold that it his duty to endeavor to
get the people to act wisely by a
frank and honest appeal to them and
a readiness to abide by their decision,
and not by trying to invent ingenious
devices which shall seem to give ex-- "
pression to the popular will, while
really denying it.
Government a Failure Unless People

Ar to Be Trusted.
Our system of government is a con-

fessed failure unless the people are to
be trusted to govern themselves. Jtthe judge fearlessly do his duty and
record his decision, let the executive
do h.s and the legislator do his, and
when their several duties have been
done, when the several opinions have
been expressed, then. If you are true
to the principles upon which this re-
public was founded, you are bound to
put the issue before the people, to
appeal to their common sense, theirspirit of decency and fair dealing and
applied honesty in public and private
affairs, and abide the result like men.

LODGE IS NEUTRAL.

Senator Says Ho Will Take No Part
in Campaign for the Nomination.

Senator Hen-
ry Cabot Iodge, Theodore Roosevelt's
intimate friend and close counsellor,
issued a statement tmight saying that
because of their lifelong frinnhtihip he
could not personally oppose the colonel
end therefore would take no part
whatever in the campaign for the re-
publican presidentml nomination.

"SWEDISH ANNIE'S" GAUDY MIL-

LINERY CAUSES GOSSIP.

FIVE ARRESTS RESULT

Three Men and Two Women Held for

Taxicab Robbery in New York Por-

tion of the Loot Recovered in Boston

New. York, Feb. 26. Part ot the
$25,000 in currency stolen from two
bank messengers who were assaulted
in a taxicab in the heart of the finan-
cial district on February. 15 was re-
covered tonight and three men and two
women are held by the police.

- Money Located in Boston.
After working with much reticence,

the police admitted late tonight that
$750 in money, in three bundles of $250
each, all bearing the stamp of the Pro-
duce Exchange bank, from which the
messengers were taking the money at
the time of holdup, has been regain-
ed. The money was found in Boston
by New York detectives, who raided
the Jiome of Edward Collins, 25 years
eld, at 60 Windmere road, that city.
The police say that Collins also de-
scribes himself as Edward Kinsman of
Boston, a former pugilist and waiter.
Collins is under arrest, together with
Jesse Albrusco and Gene MontanJ,
chauffeur of the taxicab In which the
holdup occurred, and two women held
by the police as material witnesses.

Women Furnish the Clues.
One of the women Is described by

the police as "Swedish Annie," and the
other as Myrtle Hoyt They furnished
the police with some of the clues in the
case.

On Albrusco's person the police
found a key to a safety deposit vault
in the Bowerjr Savings bank, and the
prisoner is said to have- - admitted hav-
ing' about $2,000 in the box, but the
police have hopes of finding a larger
sum when they examine it tomorrow.

"Swedish Annie's" Stunning Hat.
The police regard the capture as one

of the finest strokes of detective work
in years. The interesting story of their
chase is, roughly, as follows:

Two of the alleged holdup men es-
caped in a street car after the robbery,
and later drove in a taxicab to Peeks-kil- l,

N. Y., where they took a train to
Albany with the woman known as
"'Swedish Annie." The next day the
woman returned to New York with an
elaborate hat which stunned her
friends in the Tenderloin.

Gossiping Friends Tell Detectives.
Gossiping friends found detectives

lo confide In and for several days the
woman was kept tnder surveillance.
Some of Annie's friends got a peep at
the label within the hat, and within a
few hours detectives at Albany found
the store where it had been bought
with part of the alleged loot and
learned that a man answering Collins
description bought the hat for her.
They traced Collins to Chicago and
thence to Boston, where the trail ot
him was lost, but where in his house
part of the money was found.

Arrested in New York.
Detectives, watching a house in this

city where Collins had rented rooms,
saw him hd his companion leave
there today, and. following them to
the Grand Central station, placed the
whole party under arrest.

Favor Baldwin and Harmon,
Winsted, Conn., Feb. 26. At a meet-

ing of the chairmen of the democratic
town committees of "jitchfield county
here today, former State Representa-
tive .T. T. Sedgwick of Lltchefild was
selected as county chairman. A ma-
jority of those present are said to
have favored Governor Harmon as
presidential nominee and all favored
the reuomination of Governor Baldwin.

Livery Stable' Burned Out.

Brandt's Letter

To Mrs. Schiff

CONTAINED IN A STATEMENT

MADE BY HER HUSBAND.

TELLS OF AFFECTION

Missive Resulted in Discharge of the
Valet Schiff ' Says ' That Brandt
Threatened to Scandalize Mrs. Schiff

New York, Feb. 26. While Folke E.
.Brandt still remained in Jail tonight
as the result of a technical legal delay
m admitting him to bail, his former
employer, Mortimer L. Schiff, gave out
a statement 10,000 words long, setting
forth "the pertinent facts connected
with the Brandt case as far as they
are within my knowledge." .

Substance of Schiff's Statement.
Having been denied, he says, an op-

portunity of testifying either before
Commissioner Hand, who was appoint-
ed by Governor Hix to determine
whether Brandt was entitled to a par-
don, os as yet before the grand jury
which is investigating allegations of
conspiracy relative to Brandt's sen-
tence for thirty years for burglary in
the first degree, llr. Schiff says that
a public statement to the press seems
to be his onlyresource.

Brandt's Letter to Mrs. Schiff.
The statement for the first time

makes public the letter which Brandt
wrote to Mrs. Schiff in March, 107,
and resulted in his discharge from his
position as valet. Mr. Schiff charac
terized it as "an impudent declaration
of affection.

Addressed to "Dearest Lady."
The letter, addressed to "Missrs. 31.

Ii. Schiff, Dearest Lady," reads in part
as follows:

"I'm a poor fellow, but I havp a
heart which I would part with to a
lady which I love dearest on earth
fit is you, dearest lady,). 1 do not
know if you are interest or like my
person rut 1 do know that I am aw-fl- y

fond of you, in every respect I
like and admire you emensklig, my
feelings toward you dear lady has
grown every day in larger circumfer-
ence. Inside my heart is the eternal
feelings which cannot be expressed in
words ('only actions can speak") and
night, until the slumber takes ma
away I think of you dear lady."

The letter is signed "Lovingly," and
contains a ("P.S.') beseeching Mrs.
Schiff "for mercy dont showi thit to
your husband or anybody."

After setting forth the details ot the
assault made upon him by BrVindt, and
the robbery of his stickpins at his
home on the night of March 8. 1907,
Mr. Schiff takes up Brandt's convic-
tion. He says that after having re-
ceived a note from Brandt, asking him
to visit him In the Tombs, he sent
Howard S. Gans, his counsel, to see
nim Instead and that "Mr. Gans re-
ported to me that Brandt had said to
him in substance that if the charge
was pressed he would make reflections
upon Mrs. Schiff."

A Lying and Scandalous Tale.
Mr. Schiff then details the entrance

into the case as Brandt's attorney of
Carl Fischer-Hanse- n, and mentions a
letter written by Brandt which he says
Fischer-Hanse- n brought to Judge y.

'This letter," Schiff continues, "con-
tained the first written Information of
Brandt'3 lying and scandalous tale,
that he was in my house by invita-
tion. The outrageous falsity of this
letter is shown by the letter that
brought his discharge."

Shall Oppose Brandt's Application.
This same "lj'ing story" was the

basis, he asserts, of Brandt's appeal
to Senator . Knute Nelson of Minne-
sota nd of his application to Governor
Dix for a pardon.

"If Brandt's application had beer,
based upon a sincere repentance and
contrition I should not have opposed
it,- - Mr. Schiff concludes "but based as
it was tipon lying and scandalous at-
tack upon my honor I shall continue
to oppose it." te lve
