Secretary's Report.

President's Convincing Argument.

President Blanton In his annual re-
port gave o convincing argument of
the need and wvilie of playgrounds
whith was recognized Gy hla hourers
with & hearty burst of applauss. Ha
spoke as follows:

Tha playground dnd
movement is not a fad and It Is not
an experiment it has domonstrated
fts value and has supplied & need. In
enumerdting the institutions that de-
Ltermine he development and charac-
ter of our hovs und girly ' we have
hoen tn the habit of naming the home,
the schopl and the church. Now we
must include another factor that must
besur its part in this work of education
and development, the municipal gov-
srnment. Formerly the family and the
home life contributad moare largely to
the physical and moral deveiopment of
the children. ‘The changes that hava
besn, brought about by our complex
eity lfe, with its lack of wctivities,
thut provide for physical development
of children, have tended o increase
nervous strain &nd (o multiply ({lls
and diseases that only Incrsascd phy-
sical vigor and robust health can suc-
ceasfully counterael,

The recognition of these facts and
the denira to give to the children their
birchright of play and conditlons fit
for normal devalopment havs lad to the
formation of playground assoclatlens
and to the establishment of play-
grounds in most of our largsr oitiss

In our own oty the work and disous-
slon of wseveral organizationg was
crysinlized Into tha organizstion of a
tempbrary playeround assoclation on
June 13, 1911, This associdtlon waa
mdds permanent on June 27, when a
conatitution and by-laws wera adopt-

récreialion

The hearty and cordial support that
has besn accorded this new organiza-
tion has been very gratifyving and en-
couraging to Its officers, tha axecutive
committes and the hoard of directors.

The child who plays freely and active-
1¥ Ja In better conditlon for study and
worl. He accomplishes more at both
these than does the boy who does not
ciirg for play. The child who doem not
care for play ususlly makes slower
progress in school than does his mors
active compunion. The “repeaters” in
school are usumlly non-players. This
reduced to dollars and cents mesns
that play makes the work of educstion
easler, hakes It possible to Increase the
output of oar scheols, and increuses
the eMolency of the Indlvidual.

Pluy Increases happiness, the spirit
of good will iz engenderad. Thia in it-
seif i@ no unimportant consideration,
whether we look at it from the stand-
point of gducAtional advancement, per-
sonal interest or civic hetterment.

Not only does the har-= child get
mora out of life and give more to his
vompanions, but also he gets more
from bis education and increases his
eMeiency 85 & man, The longer the
c¢hild or the man keops hold of the
spirit of play, the more he adds to his
own enjoyment of |ife and contributes
to the sum total of human happiness.
The spirit of good will engendered
through play will stand for the com-
mon good rather than for selfish inter-
ests when as bovs and giris of & Iarger
growth they play the game of life.
