The Oxford and
Cambridge crews which row In the
annual university boat race on the
Thames course from Putney to Jlort-lak- e,

about four miles and a quarter,
tomorrow, have concluded their prep-

arations for the contest, in which the
representatives of Oxford, the dark
blues, are favorites.

The signal for the start will be giv-
en at Putney at half past eleven.

Both tights appear to be trained
to the minute, but the superior weight
and physique of the Oxonians are ex-

pected to carry them to victory in
what may turn out to be a punishing
race. the Camonuge crew has a
nippy style which in calm weather and
smooth water is likely to give them
a lead at the start, but experts are
practically unanimous that the long
stioke of tne Oxuinans-i- s bound to
tell in the later stages.

i'Tom the start, Oxford has had
somewhat the best of things. The
dark bl'je crew was completed weeks
before that of Cambridge, which was
only finally settled upon about March
1. When the crews arrived at Put-
ney after their tryouts on the streams
near their respective universities and
a fortnights training on the upper
reaches of the Thames, the Oxford
men, a fine, level lot, were rowing well
together. As seven out of the elffht
come from Kton, where they got their
llrst lessdns in rowing, they all had
about the same style, and the coach
was saved the work of bringing them
into line with one another.

It was not so with Cambridge and
their coach had a lot of work to do,
even after they had established them-
selves at Putney three weeks ago for
the final touches.

If the results of the trials during
the earlier training da s can be taken
as examples ci' the speed of the crews
the r&ee should be a fast one. Both
clipped seconds off the records for tiie
up river courses. Oxford rowed from
Henley bridge to Ilamhledon lock in
ten minutes 45 seconds, a good 25
seconds better than the previous beat,
while Cambridge did the full course
from Mariaw hiidge to Oookham in
.15 minutes 31 seconds, establishing
another record.

RAILROAD STOCKS BOOM.

Higher Prices the Result of More Fa-

vorable Earnings.

New York, March. 29. Higher prices
for the standard railway shares, based
in large part on more favorable earn-
ings, with a sagging or Irregular tone
in the industrials which recently made
up a very considerable portion of the
daily operations, constituted the domi-
nant features of today's dealings on
the stock exchange. The change of
speculative activity was accepted as
further proof that the movement in
the industrials has lost much of Its
elasticity, a very obvious result of the
elimination of the short interest, par-
ticularly in United States Steel, Amal-
gamated Copper and American Smelt-
ing.

The Harriman Issues were the most
prominent stocks in the active railway
group, both Union and Southern Pacific
attaining their best quotations for the
movement. Returns of these lines for
February offer some warrant for the
belief that they are recovering from
effects of the unusually severe winter
and the strike troubles, which were
most harmful to Southern Pacific, Ca-
nadian Pacific, which followed a two-poi- nt

rise in London, with a four-poi- nt

gain here, reported a net Increase for
February of $1,200,000, while Northern
Pacific gained over $300,000. Among
the prominent eastern roads New York,
New Haven and Hartford Increased its
net $382,000, while Lackawanna's in-

crease was only $72,000.
