FINANCIAL AND

NEW HAVEN HEAVY.

Stook Depressed by Its Suggested
Lease of Boston and Maine.

Xettr York, April 11, Price move-
ments were somewhat conflicting in to-

day's stock market, this feature con-
ducing to more or less irregularity dur-
ing th greater part of the session.
Btanilard railroad shares, notably
Reading and New York Central, were
decidedly strong, with even greater
gaiiiti, though loss activity, in the
Canadian group. Canadian Paclflo rose
over five points here, following its ad-
vance of tliree points in London, where
most Americans appeared to be in de-

mand. Tho movement in the Canadian
enlisted little public support here.
Krles were strong abroad and in this
market, probably in connection with
the statement of a leading official of
the road which gave some countenance
to rumors of a trafflo alliance with
Canadian Pacific.

Lehigh Valley and Pennsylvania
were undco- - pressure, which made
Reading's rise to a mw high level for
tho present movement the more irrec-
oncilable. The result of yesterday's
anthracite conference is yet in doubt,
but the conciliatory attitude of the dis-
putants offers hope of an amicable so-
lution of existing differences.
