HERE DURING MARCH

Norwioh Was Fifth of the Towns of

the 8tats with 54 Deaths.

By mortality reports received by the
state board of health there were 1,663

deaths during the month of March.
This was 111 more than in February
and 28 less' than in March of last

ear. and 78 more than the average
number of deaths during March for
the five years preceding.

The death rate was 17.D for the large
towns, for the small towns 16.5, and
for the whole state 17.7.

The deaths reported from Infectious
diseases were $51, being 15.1 per cent
of the total mortality.

There were tn Norwich 54 deaths in
March, of which 14 were children un
der five, the death rate being 20.9,
the town having the fifth largest num-
ber of deaths. There were nine deaths
in public Institutions. The causes of
death were pneumonia 8. consumption

, heart disease 7. diseases of nervous
system 4, acoldents and violence 2, la
grippe, whooping cough and erysipelas
one each, all other causes 23.

Ther were 28 deaths in New Lon
don, 20 in Windham. S in Killlngly,

1 in Stoninrton, 6 each in Putnam and
Stafford, 7 in Grolon and 3 in Plain-fiel-

Among the Infection i diseases re
ported in (Norwich were two of meas
es, four of scarlet fever, eight of

diphtheria and two of consumption.
The necessity of a more general vac

cination in this state is touched upon
in the bulletin of the state board of
health. Ihirlng March 68 cases of
smallpox were reported m Connect!
cut. Commenting on this. Dr. J. H.
Townsend in the bulletin says: vac
cination has been badly neglected for
a number of years. In nearly all the
present cases the patients have never
been successfully vaccinated and none
within ten years. The protection se
cured by a single vaccination Is not
perpetual in all persons. Therefore re- -

vaccination should be practiced after a
few years, especially is the disease is
prevalent. Quarantine will not stamp
out smallpox, vaccination and vacci
nation alone will prevent it."

Broken All the Conventions.
Of President Lathum and his system

of beekeeping Arthur C. Miller writes
in tha magazine:

In the state famed for its wooden
nutmegs live a man who has dared to
break all the conventions of an ancient
and tradition-fettere- d industry and to
imuertako to do those things which its
rreat teachers say cannot be done and
should not be attempted. And he has
won. Allen Latham of Connecticut be-

wail beekeeping; in 1884 with one colony
of bses and in almost total ignorance
of the habits or the Insects and of the
ways to care for them He had ,lhts
tips and downs, but kept studying and
experimenting until now lie is one of
the most skilled of the thousands en-
gaged in t'u industry, and has forced
iticcess where others have failed.

Invented His Own Hiva.
By profession he is a school teacher,

md his summer vacations afforded him
the opportunity for work with bees.
Tha salary of a .school teacher, after
ating for a growing family, does not
.fford much surplus for investment,
md hence early In his work with bees
iie founl it advisable to make his own
hives and msnv of his own imple-
ments. Moreiver, ho had pronounced
ideas of his own as to what a beehive
should be, and it was much cheaper to
nut these ideas into concrete form at
'.loma than to have the supply manu-
facturers do it. It is said that no man
-- ally has the bee fever until he begins
ro invent a new beehive. If this is true
Mr. Latham caught the fever early,

nd) it has been increasing in intensity
aver since.

Bees in Fifteen Different Places.
He keeps bees in fifteen different

places, some of which hs sees but once
x year. In some he has but one colony,
ising it to test th? honey resources
lefore putting a number there. In
other places he keeps a dozen or more,
md in his home yard he has 80. Al-

together he has 180 colonies. The dis-
tant hives are sometimes established

n land of persons who want the bees
for the fertilization of fruit blossoms
md gladly furnish a place for the bees
md shelter for any needed implements
ir temporary storage for extra hives or
rops of honey; or arrangements are
nade whereby the land owner or ten-
ant furnishes these things in return for
i percentage of the crop of honey.

The Wingless Queen.
In some cases these persons hive any

hance swarm of beeg. but swarms are
'aie from these big hives. Usually the
Hieens are clipped so that when a
warm goes out the queen on leaving
;he hive drops to the ground and
rawls away. The swarm, upon ln

her absence, returns to the
hive. By the time the young queen has
hatched and is ready to fly the feees
have settled down to work strain and
have forgotten all about swarming.
Occasionally a swarm is lost, but Mr.
Latham does not consider this very
"erlous or at all commensurate with
the cost of prerentinsr it.

"Let Alone" System is Original.
The hives and the system used in the

outyards are most interesting, for al
though much that Is novel may be
found in his home yard, particularly
hU queen-rearin- g system, it is in Ills
outyard methods that he has complete
ly set at naught many of the canons
of beedom. He calls the hive and sys
tem the Let Alone, for literally he
lets them alone most of the time. One
little group which is at the old home-
stead in Massachusetts he sees only at
Christmas, when he removes his crop
of honey. One can see tha beekeeping
veterans raising their hands in horror
nt such methods and predicting all
sorts of 'calamities. Mr. Latham has
done it. however, year after year, and
boti he and the be?s continue to thrive.

Average 100 Pounds on Caps Cod.
Perhaps the strangest place to look

for success in beekeeping and espe-
cially on any such "let alone'' system.
Is the end of Cape Cod. But he has
a dozen thrlfly colonies in Province-tow- n

and other lesser groups scat-
tered along the Cape as far as Truro.
He usually removes all the ripe honey
from these hives about the first week
In July and again about the first of
September, taking what honey there

Is to spare, 'and leaving the bees to
their own devices until the following
year. The colonies on that remote
Strip of sand yield him an average
of a hundred pounds each every year.

His Unique Hive.
The unique hive with which these

seeming wonders are accomplished is
well worth description. It is a box
about tnree feet long by eighteen inch-
es wide and deep. The bottom is nail-
ed on and the cover has a three-inc- h

rim which fits over the body of the
hive, making it rainproof. The whole
hive is covered with one of the black
asphalt roofing papers. The entrance
extends across one end of the hive and
is an inch high. It has a grill of
nails to prevent the ingress of mice
in winter. This entrance is left wide
open the year around.

Made from Old Packing Cases.
Most of these hives are made from

old packing cases which may be
bought very cheaply. These are knock-
ed apart, the nails are removed and
the boards are cut to the proper di-

mensions with, a footpower circular
saw. Most of the stock is of half-inc- h

thickness. The frames are mads by
the regular supply manufacturers. A
hive all ready for the bees costs $1.50
for material and $1.50 for labor.

The frames hang parallel to the en
trance, seven at the front being used
for a brood nest. Back of these is
placed a sheet of queen-excludi-

metal, and behind that are set four-
teen or fifteen frames for the honey
crop. The frames for the brood nest
are wired and fitted with full sheets
of comb foundation. Those in the
honey compartment have a vertical
bar in the center instead of horloontal
wires, and have only "starters" of
comb foundation affixed to the top
bars. The frames are approximately
seventeen and a half by fifteen inches,
and the top and end bars when the
frames are in place touch the whole
Sength. The lower corners of the
frames touch a beveled strip extend
ing along the lower corners of the
hive, melting; an air chamber between
frames and hive. The frames hang
about two Inches below the upper edge
ot the hive.

Bees Established in th Front.
The bees are established In the front

part of the hive and left to them-
selves. When they have filled this
they spread through the metal exclud
er, build combs and store their hooey
in the frames there. ' Since tha queen
cannot follow, the delicate combs con
tain nothing but honey. By the ar
rangement of the frames and the hab
Its of the bees the various kinds of
honey Rro pretty well separated and
the light may be kept separate from
the dark, or If flavors vary more than
the colors the mild and the strong
may be kept apart with equal facility
by sampling the combs a they are
removed.

Economical Extraction.
When the combs of henev are taken

from the hives tlity are cut from the
frames and dropped into large square
ettns, tne tops of which are wide open.
wnen the cans are tilled a tight fit
ting cover is adjusted and locked on.
and they are ready for shipment to
the owner s home. The cans are fit
ted into strong woeden cases cieated
for easy dandling. They hold about
one hundred pounds each. When the
honey reaches its destination it is
emptied into larse strainers, any un
broken, comb is crushed and the honey
is allowed to dlaln out. In about a
week almost all of it Is out, '.he crush,
ed comb is removed and melted and
run into molds. This more
than pays for the cost of production.
It is commonly caught and believed
that more honev can be secured by
extracting it from the combs with the
centrifugal extractor and by returning
tne com us to tne bees lor refilling. Mr.
L.'ham maintains, however, that the
Increase is sa slight that when toe
increased ft mount of labor and the dif
ference in the amount of wax secured
are considered, his way Is far more
profitable.

In the Home Yard.
In the home yard he produce mostly
