TTith the rapid decline of automobile
racing on road and track in the east,
a movement la developing in the west
and southwest to keep alive the sport.
Three years ago. road races were held
at Motor parkway, Riverhead, L. I.,
Lowell, and other places on the east-
ern seaboard, while many race meet-
ings were held over mile dirt tracks
in the eastern section of the southern
states, while Daytona and' Ormonde
beach offered almost unrivaled facili-
ties for the advancement of motor-
car racing. The only event of real
interest now held in the east is the
Fairmount park road race at Philadel-
phia, and even here there was consid-
erable opposition before the sanction
was granted by the Fairmount park
commission.

Three cities are now in line for the
Vanderbilt cup or grand prize contests,
or both. Los Angeles and Milwaukee
represent the west and Dallas the
southwest. The .California promoters
want both events; Milwaukee would
promote both classes, but prefers the
Vanderbilt cup race. ' Dallas is bid-
ding for the Automobile Club of Amer-
ica grand prize. Milwaukee's applica-
tion is endorsed toy the board of trade
and chamber of commerce, Milwaukee
Automobile club, and also the Chicago
Motor club, while the various trade
organizations of Los Angeles and Dal-
las are behind the applications from
those cities.

There is a general feeling among
motor ca.T manufacturers and dealers
that the salvation of the racing sit-
uation lies in the west and soutnwest.
Galveston has applied for a sanction
for a week's racing on the sand beach
and offers $6,000 in prize money in
addition to trophies.

Long Island is preferred, as the
home of the Vanderbilt race, but the
failure to obtain military protection
prevents a return to the Motor park-
way course, it is also felt by the
Motor cups holding company that it
was a mistake to give the Vanderbilt
cup lace to Savannah, as it subordi-
nated that event to the grand prize.
Any re&Tponsibie city offering proper
inducements can get the Vanderbilt
cup race, but some assurance must be
forthcoming that the event will be
staged he tho road feature of the year
in the United Slates.

Meanwnile manufacturers and driv-
ers are turniiit. toward the southwest
and west to relieve the present state
of uncertainty of racing. Up to the
present time SO per cent, of the ap-
plications for sanctions have come
from that section of the country.
