USE OF THE PRESS
BY THE CHURCH

Norwich Delegation at Christian Con-

servation Congress Hears Publicity
Theme Discussed.

(Special to The Bullelin.1
New York, April 21. Carnegie hall,

mustering ground for great philan-
thropic and religious movement, is just
now the center for the Christian Con-
servation congress of the Men and
Religion Forward movement, appoint-
ed to meet April 4. Its floor is
crowded daily with men In youth and
middle life Who have convened from
every quarter of the country. The
flower of the Christian talent of Amer-
ica Is laid under tribute for this serv-
ice. From the very first session Fri-
day morning, it was evident that these
1 .200 or 1,500 men were gathered for
serious business. It is equally evident
that whatever the Men and Religion
movement may have failed to accom
plish, it has noc failed to command
large, sane and virile force in the
ranks of its workers, such as gives
big promise for tha future.

The motto of the movement: "More
men for religion; more religion for
men," overtops an impressive gilt-cros-

map of the states on which are
graphically indicated the seventy cam-
paign cities. Large banners setting
forth in epigram the genius that in-

spires the great arms of the movement
serve to hold the men to the large
ends in the constant view of the con-
gress. Here are some of them:

"Lvangelism: You may as well tie
roses upon dead bushes and call it
raising flowers as to talk about abid-
ing service until men have first been
rela-te- to Jesus Christ as Saviour and
Lord." "Not come and be saved; but
come and be saviours." "Social serv-
ice: To bring about a more cordial
relationship between the church and
labor. To place the religious emphasis
upon social service and the social em-
phasis upon religious work." ".Mi-
ssions: Eventually Christianity every-
where or Christianity nowhere."
"Boys," work: God hath given us sons
for the rearing of men. The boy for
service, not merely for services." "Bi-
ble study: The Bible needs projec-
tion, not protection."

All day Friday was devoted to the
giving of reports summarizing the
work for men and boys rendered
throughout the country by previously
existing organizations
with the Men and Religion movement.
Leaders of national repute .spoke for
the Federal Council of the Churches
of Christ, for the Brotherhoods: the
Gideons, the Young People's societies,
the Sunday schools, the T. M. O. A.'s,
the Missionary Education movement,
and the Laymen's Missionary moveme-

nt-Two

fina platform addresses weTe
delivered in the evening on Christian-
ity and Government by our William J.
Bryan and J. A. Mavdonald, leading
editor of Toronto.

On Saturday morning began the
presentation of the reports of the
commissions along the several lines
emphasized by this movement. The
morning's session was devoted chiefiy
to the publicity theme. The printed
report fills a small volume of seventy
pages. It is a unique doocument and
diFcusses for the first time the import- -
ant question of the reiations between
the church and the press. It is sig-
nificant that the presentation of this
report was made by George W. Cole-
man, president of the Associated Ad-
vertising Clubs of America. He told
us ot a convention of advertisers that
is presently to be held in Dallas, Tex.,
where sixteen of the churches of the
city will open their pulpits to the del-
egates. The church owes a duty to
itself to make larger use of sane ad-
vertising. All tlie best advertising re-
acts to clean up and elevate the qual-
ity of the object advertised. Talcott
Williams, William T. Ellis, J. A. Mac- -
donald and other leading editors spoke
earnestly in support of the main con
tention that churches should federate
for furnishing Christian news of broad
worthy character. The only way to
reach the people all the time and ev-

erywhere Is through the dally paper.

MRS. L. P. SKIDMORE TELLS
OF CARPATHIAN RECUE WORK

Former Norwich Woman Also Charges
Mr. Ismay with Censorship of Wire-
less.

Mr. and Mrs. Louis P. SJcldmore of
Bridgeport, both well known here,
where Mr. Ski dm ore was formerly di-

rector at the Norwich Art school, were
passengers an tha Carpathia, which
took on board those passengers of ihe
Tilanla who were saved. In the
Bridgeport Farmer Mrs. Skidmore
gives a graphic recital of some of the
Incidents of the rescue work. She
also makes the direct charge that a
censorship of the wireless was estab-
lished on the Carpathia to prevent
news getting to the outside world and
that Mr. Ismay', managing director of
the White Star line, was the man
who established the censorship. Mrs.
Skidmore is quoted as fololws:

"Captain Ros'tron was fonderful
simply wonderful!" exclaimed Mrs.
Skidmore. "He seemed to do a mill-
ion things at once. Before a single
passenger knew what was wrong, the
entire crew was making ready for the
reception of the Titanic's survivors.

"I remarked to Mr. Skidmore that
the ship was shaking more than it had
done since we left New York. I didn't
know that the captain was steaming
at top speed. But the ship leaped
through the ocean at a pace it never
before attained and probably never
will sail again. She was making bet-
ter than 18 knots, we learned later,
when we were passing through the
ice fields that marked the Titanic's
grave.

"Captain Rostron had ordered the
crew to prepare breakfast for three
thousand people. He expected to
take aboard all the passengers and
crew of the Titanic. Every member
of the crew was given something to
do in the way of preparation. It
wasn't long before the air was charged
with excitement and the cabins began
to discharge curious occupants, seek-
ing the cause for the stir.

"It was only a little before dawn
when we sighted the lights of the life
boats. The first was picked up be-

fore daylight. Tlie last one was not
reached until 7 o'clock.

"Here Oaptatn Rostron's wonderful
plans were put into execution.

"We saw- - the survivors come aboard.
One by one they were handed over
the rail. Each one was first given to
the physician. He directed them taken
either to the hospital or the cabins.
Long before we reached the first boat,
all sorts of stimulants, warm drinks
and food were waiting.

"Through the dim light of the dawn
we watched the progress of the rescue.
Crew and passengers alike did every-
thing. The cabins were thrown open
and those who were not suffering so
badly were provided with dry clothes,
food and warm drinks. The injured,
and the worst of the hysterical sur-
vivors were sent to the hospital.

"The captain assured us that there
could 'be no more life boats after he
had threaded his way through a wide
area about the spot where he said the
Titanic had vanished.

"There were a number of babies
among the survivors. And even for
this Captain Rostron was prepared.
The little things were placed in bas
ordinarly used to haul coal aboard,
lifted tip to the deck and then taken
over tenderly by the physician, who
gave them to the care of the women '

of the Carpathia."
Mrs. Skidmore had seen every de- -

tall of the taking aboard of J. Bruce
Ismay, managing director of the
White Star line.

"I don't know anything about the
circumstances of his leaving the Ti-
tanic," said Mrs. SWdmore. "When I
durst caught sight of him he stood at
the helm of the life boat. He was in
evening dress, but bareheaded, and
he stood at the helm very plainly in
command of the situation. You couid
see by the way he waved his arm
that he was master.

We saw very little of him. He re
mained In his cabin practically from
tne time he came aboard.

' But this I do know, and know pos-
itively," added Mrs. Skidmore. "Mr.
Ismay was the man who controlled
the wireless situation. He was themn who directed what should and
what should not be sent. We could
send home all the messages we want-
ed to. it fas so easy to get messages
through that we passengers thought
nothing of the suspense caused by the
cenKorshlp. Why, I couid have sent
a message to Bridgeport any time.
There were doaene and dozens of mes-ar- s

Kent and received but they were
all personal matters. The order was
that there should not be sent a word
to the newspapers of the disaster. I
know that Mr. Ismav was rsr,nnihi "
for this condition."
