Heavy Buying Presumably in Belief of

Increase in Common Dividend.

ew York, May 13. Aside from a
further demonstration in the hard coal
shtireo. especially Leiiigh Valley, a new
hlith record for Canadian Pacitio, and
unusual strength in American Sugar,
which advanced to Us best quotation
In several years, today's slock market
Inclined to irregularity and dullness.
The movsment in the oalrs may have
bee-- based In part on the assumption
that the differences between the oper-
ators and the miners are in the way of
early settlement, but It doubtless gath-
ered much of its strength from sheer
manipulation, accompanied by reports
that a recent examination of Iehigh
Valley had disclosed hitherto unknown
asselM. Radlng was more active than
Lehigh "Valley, indeed, the most active
issue in tho list, but its strength was
less pronounced. '

Tho fact that the United States su-
preme court was In session seemed to
convey the notion that some sort of a
decision affecting the trust
cases might be handed down.
