burying ground. After clever descrip-
tion® of the bovs and giris attending
young Mayflower's party, Mre. Robin-
son described the lunch hour and the
story hour which followed. Agsln In
1508 Mother Mary gathersd the chll-
dren  for another plecnic—but, alas,
‘twas for a memorial service, s during
the year little Mayflower had been kid-
nappead and carried to Hartford, Jeav-
ing the Hempstead home bereft, The
picnie day began with a dsrk pall,
suggesting sorrow, and later Dame Na-
ture evidenced her sympathy most co-
plously, Mra. Robinson declared later
that her backyard wea & betfter place
to ha'd & plenle, The Mayflowers took
hor at her word and on the ast Thurs-
day In May, 1804, 19 of them appeared
wilth boxes und buskels of lunch. The
next picnic was held in May, 1905, at
Mayflower headquarters, Norwich
Town. As thess gatherings were not
legelly meetings of the soclely, Mrs
Robinson suggested the idea of & club
and from that time 1t has been the
Mayflower club, Other plenics ware
now held sach year besides the one In
May, which became the annual May
mesting. In 1908 the club celebrated
its wooden annlversary with gifts to
Mrs. Robinsun, the hendgquariers hos-
tese, tréeasurer and chaplain, Six mem-
bers have died In these Len years

The original 18 have grown to 43, and
4% luncheons have besn held.
