Trombatta may ba the mun who shot
snd instantly killed Domenics Rlceio
of Naugatuck at 5838 o'clock tonight, as
he told the girl and her fether about
five minutes oafore he shot her that
he had just ljlned a man In Nauga-
ek

‘Shot Girl After Declaration of Love.

After telling the girl this he held her
in hig arms for a moment and then
asked har: “Do you love me? The
girl answered: “Yes, I love you stiiL”
Trombetta then plasced the muzzle of
a .32 calibre revolver against her heart
and fired one shot.

Turned Revolver on Himsalf,

The girl dropped to the foor dead
and then without an Instant's hesila-
tion Trombatta pushed the muzzie of
the revolver inte hils right car and
pulled the trigger. The police who ar-
rived on the scene a few minutes |ater
found the verandan n veritable sham-
bles, hoth bodies lying in pools of blood
which dripped down the stalrs to the
floor below.
