OFFICIOUS CARETAKER

Covered Three Fisherman with Revol-
ver Until They Were in Custody
Looked Like Attempt at Extortion,
Judge Said.

Three Putnam men to whom a court
appearance as defendants was a new
experience, were presented before Dep-
uty Judge James N. Tucker in the
town court Moriaay morning. The
men were Daniel E. Williams, Byron
Warren and Jake Barden. and each
was charged wtth having fished on
Sunday, without permissoon of the
owner or persons in charge of the
property, on the George H. Wheaton
pond, above Attawaugan.
