Hadley Greeted With Ohesers,

Senator Root announced the unfin-
isbied business of the day—the motion
of Watson that the convention pro-
cesd to the appolntment of the regular
committiees and the sub-motion of
Governor Hadley that the Roosavelt
Hat of delegatus be substituted for the
temporary roll. He also announced th®
mgreésment as lo tbreo hours' debate
and ssked If theyp was objection.
There was not.

As Governor Hadley advanced to the
front of the stage 1o open the debuts,
u round of cheers from the Hoosevell
forees greeted hiim,

When the tummlt subsided (Governor
Hadley began an sxplanation of the
situation confronting the conveution.

He reviewed the events of yesterday
leading up to the ruiing of National
Commiltes Chulrman Rosewidter which
quashed the Hadley motion to purge
the temporary il

“Wa could have met immedistely and
forpibly this arpitrary nad unparlin-
mentary rullng,” sald Hadley, and he
was roundly cheered. "We could have
faroibly insisted on calling ths roll on
that motion and we could have forei-
biy taken control. Instead we chose to
wait patiently untll today.

“Groatest Voice of Wastern World"

"It mar be true that thers gra many
persons who d6 not agree with us that
Theodora Raosevelt should be our can-
didate for presidenmt, but there can ba
no differance of opinisn that bis voice
today 1s the greatest of the western
world,” maid Hadley,

He then read a statement from 14
members of the national commitise
protesting against the action nf the
mafority in seating many of the dele-
gates, partioularly in the Californina,
Texas and Washington cases Gover.
nor Hadley made an enrnest pien that
personialities bo left out of the dehuts,
dsclaring the question was so clearly
ana of principla that 1t should nol be
Involved by anything slse. It was not
. quaatisn of any man's candidacy, he
sald, not a question of the next cam-
palgn, but embraced the very existence
of the rapublinén party iiself.
Declares Rooseveit's Statemant Falge.

Hudlsy was {ollowed by W. T, Dov-
ell of Washington, who srgued in favor
of the Taft delegates seated by the na-
tlonal committes from Washington,

Mr. Duvell charpcterizsed s “reck-
lessly false" the statement credited to
Colonel Roosevelt thii an effort had
been mads to “stenl” the Washington
deleguten. As ona of the Taft dsle-
gutes from the astute, he declared thers
was no primiry law in Washington,

“The declaration Is utterly false” hes
Adeclared, "thut ths gtate of Washing-
lon wae ever carrled by Theodore
Roosevell.™
