fzation. Colonsl Roosévelt made It
plain that he would not support any
compromise candidate nominated hy
the convention as at present constitur-
ed, Ha declined to maka any state-
ment in regard to Governor Hadley or
any pther individual, confining himsell
tn an explanation of his general posi-
tion.

“Any man nominated by this conven.

No definile statemant could he ob-
tained from the Roomevelt Joaders as
to the number of delegntes they be-
fleved would support this programme,

ROOSEVELT DECLARES HE IS
WILLING TO RUN INDEPENDENTLY.

Chicago, June 20,—Theadore Roose-
velt, before Wis politioal advisers and
n personally selected number of dele-
gales Instrucleg for him, late this nft-
ertioon read a statement of his poel-
tion in the republonn nomination fight
and loft It to them to decide what
;r?xlilon they would iake in the strug-
aie.

Mr. Roosavelt called before hlm twe
delegates from each of the statos which
has gupported him, and the leaders in
his eampalgn. After outilning his po-
sition, deciaring that he would con-
tinue his fight on principles, he had
outlined from the heginning, the col-
onsl left the room and the delegates
and lesders sal down to deliburats
what should be done,

Roecsevelt's Statement.
Following is the staternent ,ln part,
issued by Mr. Roosevell:
“Tha time hez come when 1 feel
thut I must make certain stutemants,

not mersly te the  honestly elacted
members of the republean national
convention, but to the rank and file
of the republican party and to the

bonest people of the entire nation. 1
