Axminsters in Large Sizes Marked Up

One Dollar Eaoh.

New York, Aug. 1. Further advances
predicted on Axminstor rugs have
started in during the past few days.
Goods from the mills of McClaary,
Wallin & Crouee, handled through W.
& J. Sloane, have been marked up
sharply. Axminstor ruga In 9x12 sizes
have been advanced (1 each. AH or-

ders placed after Aug. 1 will be filled
only at the advance, up to Oct 81,
provided the mills can turn out the
goods. Manufacturers wilt not bind
themselves to take care of these or-
ders, even at the advance, as they are
not at ail sure that they will be able
to secure sufficient raw material. Sail-
ing agents state that there wffl bs
quite a few additional advances on
both carpets and rugs during this
month.

Quite a lew buyers are in the mar-
ket at present, anxious to replenish
stocks. In some cases the mills have
accepted new business, and in others
orders have been turned down. Iarge
wholesale houses bare finally awaken-
ed to the tact that the market is vary
short of supplies. Some agents have
accepted new business, bat in not a
few instances thes- - ha been notified
by manufacturers not to accept any
further orders until tbey have secured
more ray material. Western whole-
salers are still in the market, and
quite a few large southern bnyess are
heme. "Wholesalers are now m the mar-
ket after sufficient goods to take care
of their advance fall business. Sags
are well in the iaad in the demand,
with Axmtnster goods called for from
all quarters. Selling agencies on the
Pacific coast have been getting

on Axminstor rugs, and
manufacturers have been unable to nil
soma of them. One of the largest
manufacturers In the country states
that business from San Francisco has
been the largest in the history of the
concern.

TAFTS SPEECH OF ACCEPTANCE

Proposition to Send It Broadcast

the White house today to hear Presi-
dent Taft's speech accepting the par-
ty's nomination for the presidency,
were confidant tonight that his ad-
dress would he the real keynote of the
campaign and expressed the 1elief that
it was one of the best speeches that
Mr. Taft has delivered since he en-

tered the White house.
To Be Used aa Campaign Document.

Members of the cabinet, republican
leaders such as Senators Root, Lodge,
Scott,; Crane and Representatives
Mann and Payne, were confident that
the president's address would be UBed
as a campaign document and sent
broadcast over the country.

Highly Praised by Crewd.
It was highly praised by scores of

PROBLEM FOR SUPERIOR COURT.

To Determine If Roosevelt Electors
Oan Go on Kansas Ballot

New York, August 1. Tbe action of
Kansas state courts in refusing to or-
der the names of eight Roosevelt can-
didates for presidential electors strick-
en from the primary ballot was par-
tially reversed tonight by Justices er

and, Pitney of the United States
supreme court. While these Justices
granted the application of the Taft
men for a writ of error directed to the
Kansas courts, their decision does not
constitute a final victory for the reg-
ular republican organization. Urider
its terms the question of the right of
the Roosevelt candidates to places on
the primary ticket will be decided; by
the full bench of the supreme court' at
its next regular session in October.
Meanwhile the Roosevelt men will
have thelp names on the ballots at the
Kansas primaries next Tuesday.

The effect of today's decision is to
leave the whole Kansas controversy
suspended until October. The proceed-
ings before Justices Van Bevanter and
Pitney assumes national importance in
"view ef the . broad q nation involved.
This went outside the state political
issue and took up the matter of fed-
eral and state rig-fits-

. Speaking broad-
ly, this question was whether the
ohoioe of presidential electors was
purely a state matter or whether it
eould be supervised by the federal
courts; in other words, whether elec-- r

tors were state officers or federal off-
icers.

The original action was brought by
R. A. Marks and twelve other Kansas
cituens to prevent the names of eight
candidates for presidential electors,
who had said that if elected they
would voto In the electoral college foi
Theodore Roosevelt, from being print-
ed on the republican primary ballot.
Marks and his associates declared that
they signed the petition for tbe desig-
nation of these eight candidates un-
der the impression that if chosen they
would abide by the decision of the re-
publican national convention. When
the eight pirblicly declared themselves
for Colonel Roosevelt, the regular re-
publican organization set about having
them debarred from places on the re-
publican primary ticket on the ground
that they had obtained their places by
fraud and misrepresentation.

The Kansas courts decided that they
had no Jurterlcllon In the case, since
the dispute was purely political and no
attempt to pass on the merits of the
allegations of frand was made. In
making their application for a writ of
error, the Taft men declared that the
federal courts had jurisdiction to pre-
vent the state of Kansas from depriv-
ing any of its citizens of their free
right to express their choice at ths
polls, They contended that in case ths
eight Roosevelt candidates were chos-
en, the Taft men who sad signed their
petition lost their right to vote for
their ehoiee for president

While this contention formed the
basis of the argument, the- - success of
the eight Roosevelt candidates at the
primaries would put the reguliv re-
publicans; they Say, In an embarras-
sing situation and endanger the chanc-
es of their candidates for state offices
by dividing the republican votes be-
tween the columns headed respectively
by the Roosevelt and Taft electors.

In deciding not to interfere with the
state primaries. Justice Van Devanter
and Justice Pitney declared that the
only way not to Injur either party
was to let the primaries proceed with
the Rooseveit candidates on the ticket
and await the action of the full court
It is understood that the court will
decide the case before the general
election In November and in time to
keep the Roosevelt electors off the bal-
lots in case the latter are defeated in
the litigation. The only possibility
that the court will not have to decide
the cm 19 the remote one that none
of the eight Roosevelt candidates will
bs successful at the primaries on Au-
gust . In all there are twenty can-
didates for electors and "ten will be
chosen. Twelve are declared Taft men.
