FORMER NORWICH RESIDENT

Well Known Eastern Connecticut Fig-

ure Died Monday from Paralytic

from Thompson, a merchant of North
Grosvenondale, ex-to- official and
civil war veteran, died at his home in
New Boston today, as result of a
paralytic shock, sustained late Satur-
day night, following an attack of acute
indigestn.
