Norwich Boys Arrested For Burglaries

Joseph Barry, 13 Years Old,

and Anthony Yesinoski, 12

Years of Age, Broke Into James Murphy’s Store, on
Washington Street, Stole Boat, and Other Articles at
Browning’s Beach and Were Camping Out at Massapeag

The extenalve depredstions of two
Norwich youngsters, Joseph Barry snd
Anthony Yesinoek!, aged 13 and 12,
respectively, were brought to Hght on
Tharsday when the younger boy was
arrested by Lhe police and tha older
boy #oon after xave himssif up et
police headquarters. The arrest was
méds by Offleer Prank Henderson, and
In the evenlng he wes taken by Bar-
ry down to the boys' rendesvous on
the shore of the river at Massapeag,
on the point of land just south of the
summer residence of Congressman E.
W. Hlggins. There the officer found
that an old tent had been set up and
fhst the camp wuas stocked with a
large wvuristy of articles, of whish
cigarettes and tobacto seemed to be in
pradominance. Puacking the most val-
ultble part of the camp equipment Into
i rowboat that ths boys hiad stolen,
OfMcer Honderson rowed up the river
and arrived at police headquarters
shortly before 11 o'clock with a motley
assortment of bedquilts, fishing gear,
clgarsttes and tobacco of o dozen dif-
ferent brands, n pair of oars, n lan-
tern and other articles that the youth-
ful campers had made away with
from varlous places.

The warrant for thelr arrast charged
them with breaking Into the grocery
store of Jumes Murphy at 200 Wash-
ingron street and stesling o varliety of
goods, but the polles had been lnoking
for them befors that. Both are resi-
dents of Jatl HYi, and while the older
boy has not had an agreeable home
Iife, his vounger companion has been
provided with an sxcellent home by his
mothar, For severnl days past they
had not besn sesn, und it waa to dis-
cover thalr whersabouts that the po-
lien were working. When Yesinoski
was rounded up by Officer Henderson
on Thureday he was neurly fagged
out, and soon after he was taken into
custody Barry appeared. The latter

.
bhoy has been in the city court before,
it Is stated. They seemed to be tired
of evading justice, and both disclosed
all of thelir pot®,

They left home the first of the week
and bogan camp life. They rode down
to Montvilie on the bumpers of 8
freight train and at Brownlng's Heach
they =ecured & 12-foot sharple In one
place, a palr of rowlocks In a sscond
place and & pair of oars In sull an-
other. They entered s number of bun-
galows there and stole seversl bad-
quilts. In one bungalow they found
three tramps asleop, and they did not
tarry long there. In thelr stolen boat
they rowad up to Massupeag and-be-
gan to enjoy camp life, Farmers gave
them corn and they had plenty of
canned meats that they had taken
from the grocery store, as well ns a

reat abundance of cigarettes, seven
gau‘n of chocolates, a supply of copk-
fes and other footstuffs. They had
gevern] packs of cards with which tw
pliss away the Ume,

Thursday they came up o Lthe oity
to let pome of thelr friends know
where they were located und to invite
the “vrowd” down to camp. It was
then that they were gurprised by the
vigilance of the pollce. Both did no)
try to keop back any of the facts and
they told the offiosrs ns well as they
could whera they got thelr stolen pos-
panslons but dld not know the people
from whom they got the boat and Its
efjuipment.

SANATORIUM TO BE
OPENED ABOUT NOV. 1.

Commissioner Gunshanan Pleased at
Progress Made Here—No Appoint-
ments Made Yet—Will Organize
Towns in This End of State.

J. F. Gunshanan, the state tuberco-
loals commission, with the architects,
visited the new state tuberculosis san-
storlum, In process of construction ot
Trading Cove, on Thursday, finding
the work progressing in o pleasing
manner. The néew bulldimg, said Mr,
Gunshanan, is 1o be a splendid sanato-
rium, and will cost more than thoge of
Hartford and New Haven counties.
Better mmterial and better workman-
ship are golng Into the construction of
the local institutdon. New Londom
county 18 benefiting by the experience
of the rest of the state in hatlding this
samatorium, which fncorporatées many
ifmprovements over the others of the
state, The engineers are now working
on a sewage sysiem, Wwhich 18 to be
sartad nt once

All supplies and equipment have
been ordered, snd the commisstoner
stated that he hoped to have the In-
stitution running by the latier part of
Oetober or the first of November, A
staff of ibouwt 30 nursas and attendants
wil ba necessary at the hospitul wt
firat, Nelther the superintendent nor
his pesistant has been saleotsd as yel
Thegs pouMiors requirs men who have
hnd experiencn In similar institutisns
In order v bring this hospllel th s
highest sificleney, 4 is probable thst
ané of these officisls wil e & man
who hue heen amploved in some other

tubercilosis sunutorium o the siale,
grd the other may be selected from
New  Londsn estmty, The nieessary

supplics tor meintaining the instilu-
tion will in a large measure he pur-
chased through Norwlch deulers. By
the thime the hossital is opened ap-
proximately $86,000 will have béon ax-
pended,

Commissionsr Qunehaman has ar-
ranged with Mayor Duan to speak on
the advantages of the new hospital in
the treatment of tuberculosls, st Wil-
Bmantic, n the latter part of Seplem-
ber, and hupes alse to visit Putnam
nnd the other mill towns in this sec-
tion, which mre not lncluded in the
Norwich tuberculosis assoclation, so
that when the local inatitution Is open-
ed the people will be prepared to send
thelr patients here He I3 also lo
speak before the Busineas Men's as-
socistion of Rockvillea, where the mill
owners have regquested lhim (o orgun-
jze¢ n tuberculosis nssociation. As the
Hartford sanitarium s now filied to
its capacity, It 1&8 probable that Rock-
ville patients will be sent to this oty

Tolland county patienisa will also
doubtless coma here.
Since the assolactlon was formed In

New Haven last fall, for the purposs
ofralsing fundes to send fellow work-
men suffering from tuberculosia to
the connty Institution, 20,000 smployes
have jolned ths organization and the
sum of $12,000 has been rulsed. Whan
a parmansnt organization s affected
they hope te care for B0 patlenis o day
the year round. Considerable lera-
ture expinining the advaninges of the
hoapltal treatment have besn printsd
in different |languages (o enconriges
the mill workers und others to send
thelr patlents o these lnstiiutions
Thess bookleta can be oltained from
the state factory Inspector at Hart-
ford.

In speaking of the advantuges of
the jocal Institution, Commissioner
Gunshanan told of w little Jewelt Clty
boy who was Jocated In the Hartford
sanltarium and who Decame so lone-
some that his sister had fo come and
thke him home. Thare Is now u girl
from Norwich at Meriden who lg suf-
fering from homesickness. When (he
new ssnltarium is in operation, pa-
tients from this section will De nearer
home, and it will be possible for rela-

tces and friends to visit them more
frequently,
In regurd Lo the bone iuberculosis

sanitarium. Commissioner Gunshanan
stated that he was confident that such
an institotion would acon be sstablish-
ed near the ahore.
