Mr. Editor: Sixty-on-e farmers in
eastern Connecticut have recently been
arrested and made to appear before
Judge Piatt in the United States court
at Hartford on the charge of shipping
milk to Providence that did not come
up to the United States pure food

'standard." i - ,;

This attack on the farmers is said
to have been Instigated by Milk In-
spector Boot of Providence.: The
farmers had already been put to
heavy expense In changing their barns
and in other ways trying to conform
to the requirements of Inspector Scott
If the milk In some cases was still un-
satisfactory, the remedy was entirely
in his hands. He has ma power te
stop dealers from handling any milk
that he thinks Is Mint for sale. There
was no need of his setting ttnete Sam !

on the larmors,
Of the ftunerft who nnneared be

fore the court In Hartford a majority
were charged wflh having fifth in
their milk. Now no man believes
that those farmers purposely put filth
in their milk. Thy make a nroduot
that they are willing to drink them- -
selves. Home or them stated tnat
their milk had newr trren com
plained of and that they were making
the best milk that they knew how to
make. But these people received no
more consideration at tho bands of
the court, no lighter fines, than those
who were accused of purposely adul-
terating their milk.' No1 evidence was
produced in court against any of the
accused; the judge would listen to no
argument in their behalf. All that
they could - do was to keep still and
pay their $40 fine, or to demand a
trial. Now, the average farmer has

Wholesome fear of the law and does
not feel that he can afford to fight the
United States, so the most of them
chose the quickest and cheaoest way
out and innocent and guilty alike
pleaded "nolo contendre,"- and paid
their fines. Of the few who wished
to cor, teat the matter the judge
Warned, soma that if they changed
their plea later or the cae went
against them, they need not expect to
get off with as light a fine as $40. Is
It right and just that a man who be-
lieves he Is unjustly accused anl
tries to ' defend himself should be
threatened by the 'Judge with a heav-
ier fine for so doing ? -
