‘The transfer of the property will
take place In this elty, It will be one
of the most imperiant happenings in
the history of the eily, If not the most
important, but It will not be marked
by any special ceremony, just the slgn-
lnf of necessary pupers.

ity business here ls about 327,000 a
vear. Today being the first of a quir-
ter of the year thousande of dollars
of this revenve will commence to be
pald in to meet rental charges to Jan-
udry 1, thise months in advance, When
the clty lukes the plant over, all rev-
enne collected for service after Octo-
ber 156 will be turned over Lo the city.
