Mr. Banas and other res-
idenis of that section searched the
woods for some time, but found no
signe of the boy. Later, through friends
well acguainted with the family, it was
reported that the boy wis working in
Fitchville, having gone there on ac-
eount of Adissatisfaction with condi-
tions at home. It is exuected that
the coroner will report the cass accl-
dental homiecide.
