AMBASSADOR BRYCE
TO LEAVE WASHINGTON.

Has Tendered His R-esigmtion and
Will Return to England.

Washingtom, Nov. 10—James Byrce,
the British amba=zsudor to the United
States, hae tendered his resignation
and will return to England. There has
heen no official announcement of the
resignation and the embassy will make
no statement, but it was learned to-
night on high authority that Mr. Bryvee
Informed President Taft of his action
at the White House yesterday.

While (he news that Ambassador
Bryoe is to retire will be received with
deep regret in official circles, and by
the country generally, it {s not wholly
unexpected, There has been no bregk
in the harmonious relations of the dis-
tinguizhed Enelishman and his gov-
ernment, but it has been an oOpen se-
eret for some time that Mr, Bryce, ad-
vancing In vears, desired to surrender
hias post and give entlre attention to
the completion of the literary work
whirh has ocoupicd so large a part of
his life. His book on Souih America,
written since hizs tour of that country
two yenrs ago, Is just off the press,
and he Ia about to hemin a work cov-
fring his recent tour of Australin and
New Zealand.

Facing the Pritish ambassador to the
United States just now nare several
great and troublesoma problemes, and
it 15 now known that JMr. Bryce's
“rfends feared that if he continued in
offiee at thig time he would break down
his heilth and probably have to nban-
don kis literary efforts. Among other
things, the Panama canal toll question
promises to furnlsh n disagreeahle and
unsatigfactory diplomatic task, with
little prospecl of belng brought to a
gicesaaful concluslon.

McMANIGAL 8SAYS HIS CON-
SCIENCE TROUBLED HIM

WAS GIVEN A WARNING

His Employers Cautioned Him That
“They Had the Goods on Him"—
How He Schemed te Save Lives,

Indianapolls, Ind, Nev. 10.—Con-
Bclence g0 overcame Ortie 1. McMani-
gal when he blew up a “Job" at Mt
Vernon, 1il, on April 16, 1810, that he
was on the verge of quitting and ex-
posing the McNamara dynambe plots
five months before the loss of 21 liges
at Los Angeles, Cal.

McManigal. who tomorrow will con-
tinue his testimony sl the trial of the
45 accused “dynamite plotters,” sald
in his written confession, part of which
has been made public by District At-
torney C. W. Miller, that twice while
prowling around &t night with bombe
under his arm, he hag to employ tact
In saving the lives of night watch-
men.

The Mt. Vernmon Explesion.

The incidents relative to the Mt
Vernon explosion as given by McMan-
igal, are:

He went to Mt. Vernon by way of
St. Louls, equipped with bonds pro-
vided by John J. MecNamara, who had
instructed him to blow up a new steel
structure in Mt. Vernon heing erected
by non-union men. First, regulating
the timepiece so tha bomb would ex-
plode at 11.30 p. m. In his room at
i hotel, McManigal plated it where he
congldered it would do the most dam-
age. Later he discovered the bomb
was almost directly beneath the night
watchman’s shelter and the watchmun
was on duty.

Anxisty for a Watchman.

McManigal walked about on the op-
posite side of Lhe street. He observed

&nd must inevitably be blown up un-
leas he could be got away. Engaging
the watchman in conversation he at-
tempted te Induce him to go to a
theater, but It was of no use. The
watchman regarded the [nvitation with
suspicion. In desperation, the dyna-
miter returned to the hotel, prepared
8 smaller bomb, timed it to explode
at mbout 1125 o'clock and sneaking
through an alley plnced the second
bomb at a remote part of the job.

Small Bemb Attracted Watchman

Away.

The purpose, McManigal ssvs, was
by the premoter bomb, timed to ex-
plode about five minutes before the
other one, to detract the wutchman
from hig shelter so he would bs at
the wreck of the first explosion out
of danger when the second ocourred,

During the interval MeManigal paced
the streets In apprehiension  lest his
plans should miscarry. But It had the
dealred effect and on seeing the wateh-
man walking about after both ex-
ploslons he took a traln for 5t. Louls.
Protested Against Killing Watochman.

Whils looking in company with J.
B. MoNameara for a spol (o place 8
bomb on & job Imn South Chicago at
night on February 24, 1011, McManigal
asserts In his confession, he and Me-
Namara decided the only point whers
the explosion coulg do much damage
was whera o watchman usually waas
posted. MeNamara, according to Me-
Manigal, was in faver of disregarding
the watchman, saying: “If the watch-
man is bilown up that will attreet more
attention.” McManigel says ha pro-
tested und finally indueed MeNamarn
to declde on another spot,
Threatened by These Who Paid Him.

In all of these instances, MeManigal
asserts, hs was tempted to quit dyna-
miting, but was cautioned by thome
who pald him that “they had the goods
on him." He probably will be on the
stand for & week,
