It became
necessary by reason of one of the most
stirring and most remarkable finishes
in the history of football to demon-
strate once more Saturday afternoon
that there is more fiction than fact in
the report that the placidity of. the
Quaker atmosphere of this city pre-
vents its inhabitants from becoming
excited.
