1 was called upon to
do a duty and have done it. The com-
mission has sworn away my life. Each
metr.ber went upon the stand and said
1 was incur ibly insane. They can bury
me alive Imhey see fit. I don't care
what haptens now."

Commitment was pronounced fol-
lowing the presentation of an exhaust-
ive report by. a commission of five
alieni.su in which the defendant was
unanimously adjudged insane and fol-
lowing the Introduction of prima facie
evidence of several witnesses.

Failure In effecting a cure of
Schrank's mental disorder means he
will spend, the rest of his life in the
asylum to which he has been ordered
committed.
