With Laudanum, Causing Death of Man—Haunted by
the Recollection, He Took to Drink—Says He Has Made

His Peace With God and

Whiskey Makes Him a Maniac.

“The details of Hicley's last two
crimes Bre too revolting to make pub-
lie,” said District Attorney W. C. Dud-
ley. “Hickey apparently is & man with
8 dual persontlity. He ia intelligent.
He s now overcome with remorse, and
says agein and again that. he can't
somprehend what possessed him to
tommit the crimes, He asserts that La
bacame 2 maniac only when filled with
whiskey.”

Agreed to Sign Confassion,

Hickey's full confession came afier a
long series of admissions made to Dis-
trict Attorney Duadley and Chief R, R
Gllsen of Lackawanna that began on
Wednosday morning, when the two
officlals 10ft New York for BufMulo with
their prizsoner. Today Hickey agreed to

murdered here under circumslances
gimilar to the murders of the Joseph
and Kruck boys. 'The mystery bas
never been solved, but, impressed by
the confession of J. Frank Hickey to-
day, the police tonight decided to send
a detective to Buffalo tomorrow and
take the matter up with the authorities
of that city.

TURKS COURAGEOUS

But Are Utterly Indifferent to Suffer-
ings of Fellow Men.

Constantinople. Nov. 20 —Foreign
observers here daily are aroused elth-
er to condemnation or admiration of
the Turks by reason of some peculiar
di=play of characteristics which are
different from those of the peoples of
the west.
