I can remember when the Boston Sym-
phony orchestra was brought to Slater
hall at a blg financial loss, and this
loas was nfhide good through the gen-
erosity of one of the most public spir-
itad citizens that Norwich ever had,
bl he s not a resldent of Norwich
now, and got little credit for his gen-
erosity. ‘

It wag this same spirit of criticism
that is shown by “Justice” and "Falr
Play" on thia occasion that was re-
sponaible for the discontinuance of
these concerts, and because no one elss
was wliliing to assume the responsibil-
ity of a financlal loas which wag in-
evitable In bringing such an orfganinn-
tion to our little city. It is thix same
spirit that is responsible for the fact
that Norwich today is little better than
an overgrown village in many re-
speots, whereas It should be in a class
with Worcester, Waterbury and other
progressive clitles.

If “Fair Play" or “Justice™ feel that
they are competent to conduct the
Slater hall concerts and present at-
tractions of the same high character
that have marked this course In the
past and at the same time protect the
Academy agsinst financial loas, then
the writer will cheerfully reslgn in
thelr favor and at the same time will
agres to give them all the support that
he can In thelr efforts.

Past éxperience has shown that it is
utterly !mporsible to run these musical
courgses without the support that has
been so generously given by the musicel
people pf Westerly, Willimantic and New
London. And thelr co-operation has
been obtained only by persigtent ef-
forts on the part of the management.
Thelr attendance . at these conceris
entalls qulte a sacrifice on thelr part,
as [t necessitates an added expense
for traveling besides the Inconvenience
and the discomfort of the journey, par-
tleularly of the return trip. The man-
agement feels that the least that they
might do for them is to select thelr
meats, thereby dolng away with the
neceguity of their making a special
trip for that purpose, and they fesl
that all Nn'rwf::h paople ought to he
consideraté enough to allow them this
privilege, particolarly as 1t  leaves
plenty of seats for everyhoay.
