The governor of
Tenedos in despatches today reports
that the Turkish battleship Torgut
Reis, the cruiser Medjidieh and three
destroyers appeared at 11 o'clock this
morning before the entrance to the
Dardanelles. The warships remained
under the protection of the forts; the
destroyers advanced and fired twenty
shells on Tenedos where the Turkish
inhabitants tried to hoist the Turkish
flag and put off in boats to welcome
the warships.
