THE TURRIALBA.

STEAMER IS AGROUND

Revenue Cutter Stand by to Remove

Passengers This Morning Plenty of

Other Assistance at Hand.

Sandy Hook, N. J., Dee. 24. Aid
came tonight to the steamer Turrlalba,
bound from Kingston, Jamaica, to New
York, as she lay hard and fast aground

the Jersey sands south of Barnegat,
pounded by a eea still heavy, though
falling, and with more than sixty pas-
sengers on board, anxiously awaiting
rescue. Summoned to the rescue by
wireless, the revenue cutter Seneca af-
ter a run under forced draught from
New York, reached the side of the
United Fruit company liner not lonj:
after nightfall, prepared to give what
assistance might be necessary.

Passengers Remain Aboard.
As the Turrialba though beginning

list badly was not making water
and the falling sea and wind combined

mitigate the dangers of her posi-
tion, it wag decided not to make any
attempt to remove her passengers be-
fore morning. The dry ship and the
assurance of the officers that the ves-
sel was in no imminent danger of
breaking up served to make their
Christmas eve on board, while not ex-
actly merry, at least bearable.

Life Severe Experience Difficulty.
For many hours after the steamer

grounded the life savers were unable
o get to her. because of the difficult

in locating her position, three miles
off shore. In the blinding snowstorm
which was raging. During the after-
noon, however, a life aavlng crew made
its way out to her and stood ready to
give assistance. The word that came
from Ihe steamer then was reassuring.
Though In a precarious position, and
pounding . considerably, her hull was
intact.

An Urgent Message.
Before the Seneca, reached her. how

ever the continued surging of the seas
nad rendered the position of those
on board decidedly more uncomfort-
able. An urgent message asking as
sistance as speedily as possible was
sent from her at five o clock and two
houre later the following was received:
Ship has taken heavy list. Have

asked for more assistance. Ship dry.
Stern frame, rudder post and rudder
gone and propeller damaged."

Captain Lindsay signed this message.
Weather Conditions Improve.

Weather conditions were rnpldlv Im
proving tonight. The cessation of the
storm was followed speedily hy an eas
ing of the sea's violence, a wind from
the northwest helping In beating the
waves down. This with the presence
of the Seneca and the fact that the
steamer waa making no water, gar
reassurance to anxious friends of those
on board.

Meanwhile other aid la at hand for
the stranded liner. Wrecking tugs
from, both New York and Norfolk were
dispatched during; the day and this
evening the arrival of the relief boat
from New York was reporteo. Tlie
wrecking vessels stand ready, should
It prove necessary, to lighter the Tur- -
rlalba's cargo, which consists largely
oi conee, oananas ana bides.

Wireless from the Seneca.
A wireless message received from

the Seneca shortly before midnight
read as follows:

"Seneca arrived at stranded steam
er Turrialba. Will stand by during
night Wind and sea moderating. Ex
pect to tajte passengers and mall on
Seneca tomorrow morning when

wrecking outfit arrives.
Little Egg life savers also standing
by. Think vessel can be saved by
lightering cargo. She lies on southeast
end of shoal and Little Egg Inlet,"

The
southern frontier consists of a line
practically straight from South Italona
to the watershed, Jeavlng the town of
lirgherikastro to Greece.

Removes Adrianople as Menace.

Adrianople to the Bulgarians, would
prevent it beins? a menace m the tu
ture. It is purposed to bake Salonikl
and the surrounding territory within a
radius of 100 miles neutral under the
protection of the allies.

The European chancellories are
watching with the keenest anxiety for
some signs of demobilization of the
Austrian forces. With the settlement
of the incident arising from the com-
plaint of ill treatment by the Austrian
consul at Prisnend and the announce
ment by the ambassadorial conference
that it favored autonomy for Albania
and a commercial port on the Adriatic
for Servia, every reason for the Aus
trian mobilization apparently was end
ed.

Russia's Censorship of News.
The failure of that country to de

mobilize coincides with the announce'
ment from St. Petersburg yesterday of
the enforcement of a drastic censor
ship on news concerning military af-

fairs in Russia.
The mobilizations by Russia and

Austria have been quite different, Rus-
sia having called to the colors relative
ly more men than Austria, and also
used a different method In gathering
them together. Early in November a
draft of 300,000 Russians was due, to
finish their military training. At the
last moment, however, they received
orders to remain with the colors. These
orders still are in force and give Rus-
sia a margin of 800,000 veterans. Aus-
tria's mobilization consisted in the
calling of young men to the colors.

Peaee Delegates Watching Austria.
The Balkan peace delegates are se-

rene as to the outcome of their nego-

tiations with Turkey, but are watching
Austria with some concern. If she re-
fuses to demobilize the allies may ask
the reason for the delay.
