THE CALL OF THE SCRAP HEAP.

Let us acknowledge its place among
me useim mauiuuuus. moj
concern needs one. At a certain great
manufacturing plant one sees ln the
yard a small mountain of wheels, gear-
ings, fittings, that have become worn
or obsolete. The size of the heap Is one
open secret of the success of the com-
pany. Whatever haa lost its value ia
thrown out.

It takes soma courage to have a
scrap heap. We are surrounded by so
many things that seem almost too good
to be thrown away. Many a manu-
facturer has held on to old machines
that were not quite used up till the
market has gotten away from him.
Business has a way of seeking out the
man equipped to produce ciotn a trine
better or two mills per yara cneper
than his competitors.

The old Is not always ths better. An
American firm lately started an ice
plant ln Smyrna A fine clear ice was
manufactured from distilled water and
sold at (5 per ton. But the company
promptly came into competition with
the mountaineers who from time Im-

memorial had hawked snow packed In
skins through the streets of the city.
For a time the Turks actually prefer-
red this uncleanly product, thouah it
cost four times as much as the Amer-
ican Ice.

The new company will win in the
end and the animal skins will give way
to icemen's tongs handling the clear
cakes. But meanwhile the Americans
have had to Install circular saws to
cut their Ice Into a product resembling
snow before the people will buy it So
hard does ancestral habit yield.

There Is a conservatism both ln bus-
iness and ln religion that la simply
stagnation. Inertia is one of our an-
cient foes ln all fields af endeavor. Be-

cause of laziness or fear men stand
still er mark time.

Loyalty to the past need not blind
us to Its obvious limitations and blun-
ders. The methods of our forefathers
were good for their times but the times
have changed. Interpretations of forms
of expression that were adequate for
the years past do not fit the enlarging
thought of today. Life Is a progress.
We go from strength to strength.

New occasions teach new duties,
Time makes ancient good uncouth,
They must upward still and onward
Who would keep abreast of truth.

CASTRO'S CASE.

Franc. The government has ordered
that he cannot land In thla country
chiefly because he la Castro, but any
one ef several reasons can be given
for the order deporting him, but it
la likely to be on account of his physi
cal condition. Castro has long been
an outcast and by keeping him at a
distance where he can make the leaat
trouble for his eountry and matters
connected with that the best thing Is
being dona

Castro haa stated that in coming
to thla country he Intends to settle
here and keep away from Venezuela
aa long aa the Gomes government
exists, but America is a too conven
ient .striking ground for those who
have designs on the Let
countries. Already enough influence
In starting rebellions is charged to
people in thla country, to warn tha
government that while Castro may
be oomlng here to settle, there Is no
provision that will prevent him In the
near future from striking at his for
Bier cormrry'e government from this
convenient locality.

RtDUCING COST OF LIVING. .

When the question of reducing the
scat of living Is given a rood square
look In the face it resolves Itself Into

ease of meeting It through eoonomy
and ths elimination of the many little
additional costs which get tacked on
because of the idea that first one little
thins; and then another la necessary in
tees times of conveniences and lux
nrlee. Such are by no means all the
reasons for tha high eoet of living to
day, but they add to it and it la in that
direction that one of the western towns
is making an effort to help the altua
tlon. In that elty a grocery store haa
fixed twe prices on Its goods, one price
if they are delivered and on if the
customers carry their purchases. The
apkeep of an elaborate delivery ser
vice la thus lessened to the grocer and
ka at therefore In a position to make
better prices aa his goods and yet real
Is hla profit
' It la claimed that If as deliveries
were made at all better prices could
a offered to the putoU and this
the principle on which many large
torea operate today, making addl

tionai charges if paresis are sent
Everyone, however, Is not willing to
io tneir snopping, preferring to tel
ifhone and have their pareela deliv
ared, and think mora af it if It can
be done by automobile, Uedera appll

sting hid knowledge In the most com-
plete manner Over & stated territory
has been amply demonstrated. In-

struction by Itinerant teachers is a
feature of German agricultural educa-
tion, especially In fruit growing, ac
cording to advices received at the
United States bureau of education
through consular advices. The work
is Similar to the agricultural exten-
sion work carried on in come sections
of this country, but shows several in
teresttng local differences.

Ths school for wine and fruit grow
Inst at Kreusnaoh sends its instruct-
ors over the entire district Of 200 vil-

lages. The plan la found to ba
not only for the farmers who

receive the direct benefit but for the
teachers themselves, who are enabled
to Keep In close touch with the prac-
tical side of their work. This instruc-
tion is furnished entirely without
charge. The horticultural school at
Oppenheim besides giving Instruction
by lectures and furnishing practical
aid to the farmers has Introduced
model vineyards whereby the school
and the owner enter Into contract to
Conduct it along the Una directed by
tha achool for Ave years without
charge.

Thereby the latest methods are giv
en to tha growers, which results not
only in increased production but bet-
ter products and therefor a better-
ment of conditions.

TRESPASSING IN THE AIR.

Because up to within a few years
aerial navigation has not been pos-

sible there have been no laws made
concerning it, but it la evident that
tha time is coming when not only in-

ternational but state regulations must
be enacted. This is plainly Indicated
by tka action of the French author
ities In seising a German flying ma
chine which was trespassing in French
air. The New Tork Tribune In advo-
cating a code of air laws says:

'There can scarcely be any serious
challenging of the right of a state to
tha ownership and control of the air
above Its territory, however difficult
it may be at times to assert that con
trot. Municipal law in nearly, if not
quite all, civilised states recognizes
Ownership of air space above read
estate to an unlimited altitude. No
man caa erect a building overhanging
ths land of his neighbor. Obviously it
wonld be stultifying to assert that
states have not similar ownership
above their territorial areas. The sue
gestlon that the air should be free
after tha analogy of the high seas is
unacceptable, for really no such anal
ogy exists. The relation of the high
eeas to any given country is radically
different from that of tha air above
that country. The freedom of the Seas
ceases at the three mile limit, or at
tha point at which that freedom might
Impair tha security and privacy of a
state. But it is manifestly impossible
to designate such a point or such a
limit in aerial navigation. The use
of the air, at no matter What height,
potentially affects very seriously the
Interests of the land beneath."

Such a settlement of the points in
volved in aerial navigation and the
use of the air above the different ter
ritorial divisions ought to be easy of
settlement Ordinarily it might make
no difference, but with regudations
and their observance all trouble la
overcome.
