VETERAN FALLS GROCER -

- 80 YEARS OLD TODAY.

William S. Fletcher, Still in Active
Business, Will Celebrate Even Wtih
Quiet Family Gathering.
Today (Wednesday) marks the cul-

mination of eighty years of, life.a record
of creditable work - and success, for
William S. Fletcher, the veteran grocer
of the Falls district, and the occasion
will be observed in a quiet manner by
a happy family gathering at his home,
No. 28 Oneco street. The three chil-
dren of Mr, FletcherMrs. W. D.
Browning of Providence, , William
Fletcher of Lincoln avenue, and Miss
Cora Fletcher. who makes her home
with her father will all be present, as
well as four grandchildren. .

Mr. Fletcher bears his years remark-
ably well, and still attends to his gro-
cery business at No. 26 Oneco street,
where he has been located for the jpast
28 years. For four, years previous to
that he conducted a store at the corner
of Oneco and Sachem streets. Mr.
Fletcher built , the store in which hrs
business is now carried on in 1884.

Mr. Fletcher was born on the West
Side, near the present Central Vermont
depot. Jan. 219, 1833, and is the son of
the late Eliza Lanphere and Joseph T.
Fltcher, who was a sea captain. Ca.p-tai- n

Fletcher was employed on the
steamboat line between Mobile and
Galveston.' While in the south he con-
tracted a fever and died in Alabama
at the early age of 27 years-

Mr. JTletcher first went to work in
the grocery business in 1847," while the
Mexican war was in progress. A short
time later he became a sailor, follow-
ing the sea for a period of five years.
He then worked for a short time in a
pistol shop, and from there entered the
employ of the Falls company, where
for 25 years he was a second hand.

In 1860 Mr. Fletcher was married to
Miss Sarah Jewett, daughter of Elea-z- er

Jewett. Mrs. Fletcher passed away
14 years ago last May.

The Falls section has "grown up"
since Mr. Fletcher first settled there.
When he was a boy. in the place now
occupied by the Falls school building
was a pond surrounded by corn fields,
buckwheat fields, etc. There were no
streets or roads in the section in the
rear of the school. The old building

FIRE IN BARN ON
WASHINGTON STREET.

From Unknown Cause Building Wa
Used for Garage J. L. Riley's Autos
in It.

An alarm struck in from box 35
corner of School and Washington
streets, Tuesday night about 10.55, by
William P. McGarry, cailed the tire
department for a fire in the barn in
the rear of S4 Washington street. The
building is owned by J. L. Riley arid Is
occupied by him as a garage, having
two automobiles in it at the time.

Mr. McGarry was on his way home
at the time when he saw the flames
bursting out a rear window of the
frame building. He promptly struck
in the alarm and then gave his attch
tion to waking tip members of the
family of Grant Troland and of Mrs.
Rose Roarke, who occupy the lower
and upper tenements, respectively, of
tne house in front of the barn, No.
S4 Washington street, which also be
longs to Mr. Riley. Mr. McGarry also
roused the family of Joseph Bradford
at 88 Washington street.

W'hen the autoehemical, the Main
street and West Side companies ar-
rived the flames were bursting fiercely
from two rear windows in the building.
Two streams of water from the hy-
drant near Dr. Cassidy's house were
laid on and another from a hydrant
further down the street. They made
short work of the me, although it was
a stubborn blaze, creeping up into the
roof and a front cornice that had to
be chopped off. Chief Stanton was on
hand to direct operations.

The interior of the barn was well
burned out and the roof was burned
through in a number of places, while
the automobiles were considerably
damaged. By those who arrived first
on the scene the fire was said to have
started towards the rear part of the
building, but what started it was a
mystery Tuesday night.
