early in February and placed la tsand
to, root.

Flowers stored for the winter In the
cellar and pits that have started to
grow owing to the warm weather riuat
be kept growing slowly until sprirg.

Purchase tuberous rooted begonias
now and start them into growth to
raise plants for setting in those shaded
portions of the home grounds waere
nothing else will grow well.

Now that the house plants are mak-
ing a rapid growth they require raore
water than earlier in the season.

Plants In warm locations that have
prematurely started into growth can
be checked by protecting them from
the sun.

Bow seeds of eggplants, peppers and
tomatoes by the. middle of the month
in either a hotVed or boxes in the
window garden.

Grade the calves according to their
size and give them every attention.
Make pets of the young animals if
you want them to grow at their best.

Early in February the following
flower seed should be sown under
glass-- : Asters, Margaret carnation, cas-
tor bean, cosmos, evening primrose,
four-o'cloc- k, hollyhock, ' annual lark-
spur, l obelia Erinus, lupine, marigold,
mignonette, nicotiana, nigella, pansy,
annual rhlox, China pink, Iceland pop-
py, taipiglossis, salvia, scabiosa, schi-zanth-

snapdrason, sweet Will am,
verbena and iiinna. The seeds of all
biennial and perennial flowers should
also be sown.

Toward the last of the month divide
the carr.a roots into one-bu- d piocea
and plant one piece in a small pot.
Place the pots in a semi-dar- k plaei
until the shoots to appear and
thru remove them to the window gar- -
din or hotbed. Such plants wili giveeafly foliage and flower effects.

Ears for hatching: should not be
ivashi d no maUer how soiled
may be, but those to be marketed for
euUnary pi nooses should have all the
dirt ritroved as fast as collected.

LEGAL NOTICES.

Rules Concerning Djgj
IN TilL TOWNS OF PLAlMlEtD

A. SO STERUNG.
WHEEEAS, A rabid dog has recent-

ly been at large in the towns of Plain-fiel- d

and Sterling, biting and coming
into contact with certain Known dogs,
and exposing other and unknown dogs
to the contagious disease known as
rabies,

NOW, THEREFORE, In order to pre-
vent the spread of he dangerous and
contagious disease known as rabies,
and to protect the public therefrom, the
undersigned, Commissioner on Domes-
tic Animals, by virtue of the authority
given in Chapter 170 of the Public
Acts of 1907 and Chapter 65 of the
Public Acts of 1909. hereby makes and
promulgates tue following rules and
regulations for the confinement and
control of dogs, to wit:

1. All dogs in said towns of Plain-Hel- d

and Sterling that are known to
have been bitten by or to have come
into contact with a - rabid dog
shall be forthwith mercifully killed by
the Dog Wardens of said towns.

2. No dog shall be allowed to go at
large in said towns of Plainfield and
Sterling -- or a period of three months
from and after the day these rules
shall go into effect, except it wear a
muzzle of luch coiuttruclioBi to be
bauolute provof against the due's blt- -

3. The dog wardens of the towns of
Plainfield and Sterling shall capture
and take into their custody every dog
in said towns not confined or con-
trolled agreeable to the foregoing, and
shall impound, hold and kill such dog
as is provided by Section four 4) of
said Chapter 65 of the Public --Acts of
1909.

4 These rules shall take effect 7
o'clock in the forenoon. Thursday, Feb-
ruary 13 th, 1913.

AUTHORITY.
Section 6 of Chapter 55 of the Public

Acts of 1909 provides as follows: "The
Selectmen or Dog Warden may kill or
cause to be killed all dogrs which shall
not be controlled or destroyed in ac-
cordance with such rules, or which
shall be found rabid, or are Justly sus-
pected of being; rabid."

PENALTY.
: Section 4 of Chapter 170 of the Pub-

lic 'Acts of"1907 provides as follows:
"Every person wbo shall violate or
neglect or refuse to comply with any
rule or regulation made under the pro-
vision of Section one of this aot shall
be fined not more than seven dollars
($7.00)."
