This nuisance will now be-
come more objectionable than befora,
The passing of the man with the
squeaking boots down a Berlin swreet |
with a1l the other pedestrians walking
on  tip-toe and discoursing in legal
whispers, and with all windows closed
to prevent any discords Issuing from
private Houses, Is extremely painful to
imagine, He will be heard from one
end of the Unter den Linden fo the
other: he will nulify all the ether pre-
cautions. XNo doubt public representa-
tions with regedard to this mattér will be
m.de to the authorities. The guestion
of the legalily of the carrying of
watches wilth a loud tick can no doubt
ba laft for future consideration, but it
is to be presumed that owners of such
will eventuslly be obliged to attach
si'encers to them in the same way that
motor cyvclists in some couniries are
now legally bound to attach silencers
to their machines. The regulations as
to the manner in which pedestrians
may walk are hardly likely to pass un-
criticised, There 1s apparently mno
clause dealing with the guestlon ot
speed. The irregularity of pace of
edestrians In citles hes long cailed
or reform. In the same way that
vehicles moving at different speeds re-
anits In chaos and delay in reoad trafile,
the lack of uniformiiy in spaed smong
pedestirians results in chaos on the
pavement. RBerlin'a attempts to
produce the adel] pavement will be
frustirated unless uniformity of pace ig
enforced by law. A ressonable lmit
would he thres miles per hour hetween
8 eand 8 A. M, 3 P. M. and 6 P. M., $
P. M. and 10 P, M., and four miles at
the other and busier times 6f the day.
No ‘doubt the new regulations will be
duly amplified, but the authorities are
perhaps wise in procsading with their
reforms with delcaey and moderation
to start with. Even so, however, the|
gemneral publie iz unhappily careless |
and neglectful, though well-meaning
enourgh, and many fines will have to
he imposed befors they learn thelr
jesson. The report which haa been
circulated In certain quarters that the
new regulations are officlally expected
to provide for two additional super-
dreadnoughts in the German pro-
gramme for 1813 is, however, abso-
lutely without foundation.
