George I. Leonard, a mining- -

and oil expert of South Paea--,
dena, who is aiding Cutler in his work,
aays that a tank of a high product of
gasolene placed in an office building
would do the work of a gas engine in
supplying power. The lighting would be
done best by means of a modified sort
of Welsbach burner. The-- . gas could be
used in a cooking stove or grate, of
course. Storage tanks wwuld dfli the
cooling desired. He says that in riv-
eting tools the portable power would
be especially valuable.

" Stevens says that the average ' oil
well . is a small producer of frem
twelve to twenty-fou- r barrels, as In
the Whittler district, for example and
he estimates that the amount of gas
escaping from these small wells is
worth about 40 per cent of the value
ot the oil obtained. Large wells flow-
ing strongly furnish less gas propor-
tionately than small ones. He thinks
all the gas can be saved by the new
refrigerating process.

AN UNDESIRED BRIDGE..

Waterbury Comment on New London's
Attitude on Thames River Structure- -

To. the casual observer it seems sur
prising that the city of New London
should refuse the offer of the Thames
bridge made by the New Haven road,
says the Waterbury American. Only
a few year ago the structure waa
famous beoanse of the fact' that It had
at one time the widest draw span In
the" world. The railroad company is to
build a modern bridge more suited to
the growing demands of the Shore
Line division and therefore has no
further use for the old one. It is pre-
sumed, of course, that the cause of
refusal on the city's part is the cost of
making the structure over into a
bridge suitable for highway, purposes
and the subseiquent coat of mainte-
nance, Some cities would be glad to
take it from a sentimental viewpoint,
but aside from that it would seem as
though its value would be- sufficient
to prove some inducement, A highway
bridge at this point would be greatly
appreciated by autoists ia the rush
season, especially on race day, but
generally throughout the summer
months. The antiquated ferry line is
far from adequate and is undoubtedly
a drawback to many autoists who
might include New London in their
trips were It not so Inconvenient to
crass the Thames. . Almost any city
would be glad of the acquisition free
of cost of something like this big
bridge a&an encouragement to stran-
gers to visit her more often, for New
London is one of the natural stopping
places. - Perhaps the state will take it
and hand it over to the city, but it is
more likely that the legislators at
Hartford will wonder why New Lon-
don herself passed it up. It seems too
bad to let the old bridge stand there
without' being put tp some uee after
the new one has been built.

WOMEN'S COLLEGES FAR
BEHIND THE TIMES

So Says Dr. Sykes Whs Is to Be Pres-
ident of Connecticut College for
Women.

"From the courses of study in the
women's colleges of this country you'd
think they were meant for girls who
were qualifying to enter nunneries,"
Dr. Frederick H. Sykes, director ofpractical arts at Teachers college, told
the New York section of the Council
of Jewish Women at their meetine at,the West End synagogue this week.men or. bykes proceeded to say a
faw other things about female insti-
tutions of learning what they aren't
and what they ought to be which ap-- ;
peared to indicate that babies and
home making will bo star subjects in
tne curriculum of the projected Con
nectlcut College for Women of which
he is to be president when it is built.

Morton F. Plant, the steamshin mangave 81,000,000 toward this college, and
sleepy old New London, inspired by
this example, bestirred itself and
raised $183,000 in' ten' days. It alsogave the site, which is on a breezy
plateau near the town, overlooking- the
Thames. Here, Dr. Sykes said, girls
win do educated to be true mothers
of the heme and mothers of the mu-
nicipality. Right training in householdarts, .he assured his hearers, would set- -
tie the servant problem ence for all.

Right Training in Home Work.
"When the mistress of a house knows

how the work should be done and canturn , to and do it and do it well at
need, there is small danger of domesticfriction. Knowledge on the part of the
housewife is the best preventive of
friction: But you can's get efficiency
without training, and you can't get
training without training, and you
can't get training without schools, andhow many of our schools teach girls
what they ought to know? Teacherscollege, it Is true, is working in thatdirection, but this institution is a meredrop in the bucket.

"Efficiency in the home that is whatwe need; Just the efficiency that every
up-to-d- .manufacturer insists upon
in his factory. If modern women are
lost to the home, it is just becausetnrougn lack or efficiency, and through
bad equipment housework is drudg-ery. The only way of getting women
back to the home Is to make the worka thing of scientific interest and artis-
tic interest
Women's Colleges Have Not Grown..
"The first fault of the home is theway houses are built. That is up to themen who build them, and women are

leit to work in these ramshackle, Inse-

ct-infested buildings, on which themen continue to draw 10 per cent, on
the strength of the marble entrance.
We want schools to train women toplan and build their own houses, and
schools to train them to take care of
them. The trouble with our women's
colleges is that they were organized on
the lines men's colleges were organiz-
ed uponbut, while the men's colleges
have grown with the times, have sur-
rounded themselves with schools fortechnical training in yracticai things,
the women's colleges have remainedlargely Institution of book learning."

Dr. Sykes wouldn't condemn women
to stay in the home, though; he wants
the taking care of it to be made soeasy that they would have loads of
time for other things.

"And. as a matter of fact." he said,
"even with our present stupid way ofdoing household things doing bv handso many routine jobs that men intheir businesses would be doing by
machinery even so. an active woman
Is thrown away in the modern home.
So many activities that used to be car-
ried on m the home are now quite
outside it. However, the subways andelevated roads and the streets are butcorridors of our homes, and woman'sefforts are needed there. Why don'twe, fo rlnstance, train woman to keepour streets as Clean aa women keep
the streets of Munich? , Why, don't we
train them to suoervlse our fod -piles? The women wouldn't poison
children with bad milk,

Better Eudcatien fer Girls.
"We need better education for ourgirls, and we need an enlarged concep-

tion of woman's sphere. The gravestdanger to the institution of marriagethat I can see is the fact that be-cause of inability, or because of publicopinion, so many women are kept fromdoing outside things. Let a womanhave her profession or her trade inaddition to her Scientifically managed
home; let her have full scope for herintelligence and energy."

Dr. Sykes looked reproachful whensomeone, after the lecture, asked himIf he believed in woman suffrage."Why, of course," he said. "Didn'tyeu see it easing out all over me? I
didn't mention it . today because itwasn't in the topic. But the vote, why.It's an inevitable' part of woman's ad-
