A revolution of sentiment has been
created by tne death of Franclsco
Madero and Pino Suares, but the ETeat
majority of the Mexican people merely
shrug their shoulders.

Bodies Removed from Penitentiary.

the transference of Madero's to the
family home at San Pedro de los Pinoa,
in the stats of Coahuila, and that of
Buarez to Yucatan, permission having
already been granted.
