In the superior court here Wednes-
day, Judge Joel H: Reed presiding, the
case of Rensellier A. Hathaway of
Summit, R. I., vs. Dr. 1 N. Perreauit
of Danielson was on trial. Brown &
Perkins of Norwich representing

and Attorney Oliver E. Getty
of Danielson the defendant.

The suit against the Danielson phy-
sician grew out of an accident that
occurred near Summit July 17. 1911.
Driving his automobile. Dr. Perreauit
crashed into a vehicle in which Hath-
away was sitting. Hathaway was
thrown out and suffered injuries of a
somewhat eerlous nature, it was al-
leged, a bone In his ankle being, frac-
tured and the flesh torn from one
thumb. Hathaway's horse was in-
jured and his vehicle smashed.

Dr. Perreauit was on his way from
Providence to Danielson when the ac-

cident occurred and was traveling
alone. All of the evidence submitted
by the defense was given by Dr. Per-
reauit. According to the evidence fror--i
both sides, .Mr. Hathaway had stopped
his horse to talk with a man who was
sitting in another vehicle and the two
vehicles somewhat obstructed the
highway, so that Dr. Perreauit, who
said that he sounded signals of his
approach, was unable to get past, and
the collision occurred, although the
doctor submitted that he had used due
care in the operation of bis machine.
Mr. Hathaway testified that Dr. Per-
reauit had offered assistance to him
after the accident, but that he had re-
fused it.

The plaintiff claimed that the ve-
hicles that the defendant claimed were
obstructing the highway were about
120 cet apart when the accident oc-

curred.
Under a Rhode Island statute ill

vehicles approaching other vehicles
from the rear are required to pass to
the left, but on account of the posi-
tions of the two teams, which the de-
