Break Up Several Meetings in
London, Despite the Police.

London., March $—The suffrageties
held meetings again today at Hyde
park end Wimbledon common. They
would bava met the fate of last Sun-
dey’'s mesting at the same places
when it required a strong “body of po-
llce to escort them into safety but that
today the authorities tuok precautions
and had large bodies of mounted and
foot policemen in atetndance.

Even at that, wild scenes
Five thousand persons sassembled In
the park and swarmed _ sbout the
speaker's piatform and by & deafen-
ing din preventsed any word of “Gen-
eral” Mras. Flora Drummond's spsech
from belng heard. The pressure of
the surging crowds to storm the plat-
form at length become so greal that
reinforcements warea hastily summon-
ed Mrs. Drummond =nd her col-
leagues were rescued from their peril-
ous powition with some difficulty.

Scarcely a word uttered by
the speakers was sudible, snd they,
too, bad to be protected.

Another meeting =2t Tempstead
Heath was still more disorderiy. Mlss
Brackenbury announced her intention
to speak for an hour. This she sue-
ceoeded in doing by the help of @ largs
force of police to control the crowds,
but her discourse wes inaudible. The
din of comlic songs and the shouts ang
Iaughter of the disturbers could be
heard half a mile distant.
