—A State Board to Adjust Claims and a State Fund Are
the Two Strong Features of A. F. of L. Bill, He Claims.

From the size of the audlence which
assembled In the Davis theater. SBun-
day afternoon at 8 o'clock, to hear &
discussion of the Workingmen's Com-
pensation acts now Iin the hands of the
legislature by Prof W. C. Fisher, of
Middletown, under the ausplices of the
Central Labor union, the live Interest
taken in the matter here was very ap-
parent. There were many women in-
cluded in the audience. Geer's oprches-
tra furnished an entertalning pro-
gramme of selections at the opening
of the meeting. Daniel Beebe, presi-
dent of the local unlon presided and
presented His Honor Mayor T. C.
Murphy, who welcomed the gathering,
briefly and cordially.

Professor Fisher Speaks.
President Beebe presented Prof,
Fisher who spoke in part as follows:
“It {8 to many., painfully familiar
that modern industry s accompanied
by wvery many wcocidents, but few real-
Ize the enormous number of injuries
which come to men and women in
their employment. It has been esti-
mated after careful Investigation that
85.000 are killed in industry and be-
tween fve hundred thousand and a
million are Injured more or less seri-
ousiy each wvear In the United States.
At the hearing in Heartford last week
a representative of a factory employ-
Ing 1500 hands stated that accidents
averaged one every day there,

Hardly a Penny Paid.

Until the movement for compsnsa-
tion was started there was no redress
for Injury or death. Perhaps one in
ten received saome slight compensa-
tion but this was entirely inadequate,
and In most Ccases mot & penny Wwas
ever pald. This was due to certaln
principles of law known as the ¢om-
mon law, The three doctriness of em-
ployer's  liabllity, or ther non-lia-
bility wera the fellow servant doctrine,
assumed risk and contributory negli-
gence. These doctriyes had thelr ori-
gin In England. Thus a person In-
Jured must prove that the accident
was through no fault of his fellow
workman, was not an accldent In-
herent to the business and one which
he assumed on entering the concern,
and that he himself in no way con-
tributed to the accident. With all this
to prove, great expense of litigation
andg long walits in tha machinery of
the courts, the emplove seldom cared
to take the chance of suing the am-
loyer. The result was that the in-
uries due to Industry In this country
were not redrassed st all Thus yvear
after vear industry has taken the life

and blood of jts workers. Whereas,
the employer must replace a broken
machine he was under no obligation
to replace a broken man. He yvas to

remove the broken machine but the
Injured man crawls away or is taken
away by his friends.

Germany’s Compensation System.

Germany developes for the world a
ayvstam of compensation, in which the
principal feature (s tha fact tha: all
questions of cause are Ignored. Modest
pecunlary payment is made to the per-
son or his surviving dependents,

accldent. The purpose of such a
system Is to provide the companion In
the simplest, least sxpensive way:
#o that the least possible amount 2hall
be consummed in litigation and exe-
eution, and the most possible of that
advanced by the smployer ahall reach
the amplove. It {s hetter for the
widow to have a moderate amount,
one half héer hushband’s salary coming
in regularly for a certaln period of
year, than to have the poor right of
suing . the employer. - Thus the com-
pensation system started In Germany
and spread oll over the whole world
but untll 2 vears ago there was no
compensation system In this ecountry,
only the old astroclous syatem of so
called employer's liability,

A New York Case.
A bill was introduced in New York

to inayre immediate payment of
compensation but it was decided In
the famous Ives case that the em-

ployer could not ba forced to make an !

Immediate payment. TWo Vears ago
the Hartford Central Labor union
drew up a bill to eacape the Ives' de-
cision. The principle of avolding this
decislon lay in the provisions that the
legisiature abolish the three doctrines
of common law, 8o that the case would
be much changed should employe sue
employer. The second part required
that if any employer agreed to pay
the amount of compensation stated
for various injuries, he would not be
subject to the new law. Thus if the
employe refused ton saccept the pay-
ment provided In the bill for his in-
jury, then he could sue the employer
only under the old common law.
SEhould the employer refuse to pay
the amount then he could be sued, and
the result of the case would not de-
pend upon the cause of the accldent.
Thus there was an advantage for both
sides, the employs was assured of
swift payment of a stated amount,
of which he would recelve the whaole,
and the employer knew just what the
expenss would be to himaelf. 1 drew
up this bill, At the time the lawyers
laughed but now they all admit that
it is a goad bill.

Changing Santiment Here.

In slx states today there stond laws
on that same principle, and they are
regarded ms good compensation laws.
This went through the senate with
but six epposed voles, but in the housa
it was killed, 150 to §0. T¢ was the
farmer and small community man in
the house which killeg the hill, The 50
who voted for the bill al] represented
manufacturing communities, snd thelr
votes stonrd for twice as many people
as did the 159. Many of the peopla of
Connecticut whno opposed the bill have
since regretted thair apposition, and
the santiment s much more favorable
this year towards the passage of a
compenseation bill It s gencrally
agieed that euch a bill should be pass-

ed.

The Manufacturers' Bill.

The manufacturers’ blll is about as
E:od as any of them, but it has a num-

r of defects. At every point oppor-
tunity has been taken to reduce ths
amount of compensation, and the bill
is not emsy to understand. This bill
provides no compensation for;the man
who is injured while under the Infiu-
ence of liquor, or as a result of some
wilful act of hila own. I Qquestion
whether a widow and children should
be¢ left destitute on this account. Hith-
er some compensailon, reduced per-
haps, should be made in such cases or
else the compensation should be dou-
bled when an accident is the result of
some wilful negligence or the Intoxica-
tion of the employer. This bill also
requires that a wideow without children
receive bu- 40 per cent. of her hus-
band’'s wsges. To balgnce esuch a
clzuse, there should be provision for
an incremse in the amount when the
widow has several childrem or is in
especially needy circumstances. The
bill requires that np compensation be
paid except to such as are residents
of this ecountry. Thus a foreigner with
a family in Burope is killeq and the
employer pays for putting him under
the ground. If an. American is killed it
will cost the smployer two or three
thousand dollars. Thus manufacturers
are encouraged to employ foreign la-
bor and discouraga Americans.

Federation Bill's Goed Paeints.

Among several, the Federation is un-
quesionably the beat bill. One fault
lies in the fact that it provides no
other assurance of payment except the
state fund. It I8 of wvital importance
that the compensation be paild with ab-
sslute certainty. In an accldent when
several men are killad the manufac-
turer may not be able to pay the fif-
teen or twenty thousand dollars which
he iIs Hables to. There must be a cer-
tain guarantee. The employer ahould
be allowed to buy insurance !f he de-
sires, but this is imm nsely expensive.
The manufacturers ghould be encour-
te reduce the number of adel-
dents, to make further provirion for
safety of employes. With an employ-
erg miutua! association, the manufac-
turer wotlld bhe encouraged to reduce
gcorldents. Inm a mutual association
each employer is dealt with separatsaly
and gets 8 rate which depends entlirely
npon conditions (n his awWn plant.
Horeover with o mutual employers’
assncation the rates of Insurance would
be mucen cheaper than in B commercial
company. In Wieconsin an employers’
mutual insurance assoclation was
formed on tha standard of the old line
companies, with a.rate but 40 per cent.
of the rate of the ald commercial com-
pany. At the end of the year 15 per
cent. of the assessmenis were carried
over to the reserve fund.

State Board and Stats Fund.
A Btate board to adjust and deeclde

all cases and a siate fund ars the
principal features of the Faderation
bill. woulg favor a state Tund Iim

which any employer can insure him-
self at a jow rats, with a state board
to decide all clalms for Infuries. The
Federation bill provides 10 par cent.
premiums of employers themselvas and
provides a compensaiion of 662-3 per
cent.
How Will the Farmers Vote?

The “serinus question 8 now, How
will the farmers vote? You can't tell
However, the aspsct {8 much different
from that of two years ago, and senti-
ment Is much stronger in favor of tha
passage of the compensation bill, Pall-
ticlans got in wrong at the last legis-
lature by oppesing the bill, and they
won't dare to do it again. It s & safe
bei that a compensation bill. a good
bill, will be passed.
