Sories of Conferences With View of
Preasrving Party Harmony.

Washington, March 19—The house,
the senate and the presidont camne to-
geuther infommally today for the first
time on the "preliminaries” of tariff
revision. A short conference between
the president and Cheirman Simmons
of the sensis finance commitees, fol-
lowed by a longer conference betwesn
& senate sub-committes and Chalrman
Underwood of the houss ways and
means c¢ommittes, laid the groundwork
for a series of thres ocornsred confer-
ences that sre to follow before the
tariff revision bills are presented teo
the house In April

Ag a result of the discussions today
it was sald by Mr. Underwood and
Senator Simmons tonlght that the two
houses of congress practically will be
sgread upon the detalls of tariff re-
vision befpore the bills reach the house;
andi that the opinions and desires of
President Wilson also will have been
fully considered. The fight over froe
wool, decided by the committee on
ways and means yesterday in faver of
a 15 por cent. duty, will recur in the
senafe, and the reduction of the sugar
tariff will also be a stumbling Dblock
there.

HOUSE SUSTAINS REPORT OF
THE COMMITTEE,

BY VOTE OF %2 TO 69

Representative Thoms Declares 59 Per-
sons Were Killed by Autos in This
State Last Year—Breexy Debate,

(Special to The Bulletin.)

Hartford, March 18.—There was
taken from the house calendar, Wed-
nesday, an act concerning travel on
public highways, on which unfavor-
able report had bheen made by the
committee on roads, bridses and riv-
era, 'Bha act provides that no per-
son shrll drive or opeérate any sireet
cAr, wagon,  automaobile or any other
vehlele upon any public hizhway at a
greater speed than thirty milles an
hour, nor within the limits of any city
or borough at a rate of speed greater
than twelve miles an hour. Penalty
for viclation {8 &' fine of not more
than §$500, imprisonment of not more
than =lx months or both.

Present Law Is Faulty.

After explanation by Mr. Fierson
in defense of the committee, Mr.
Thoms of Wateérbury spoke in favor
of, the adoptlon of the aect. He be-
lieved thirty miles an hour fast
enouzh for safely and the only op-
ponenis were automohilists, who
clalmed tha present Iaw prevented
recklessness. The present law s that
a spesd of tweniy-fve milles must

mu=t carry with it recklessness for
suceessful proscention. He said the
present statute s faulfty, and s a

mere sliding scale, the driver of ve-
hicles to decide what I8 reckicssness.
He snig that while 90 per cent. of the
automobilists ‘were careful drivers,
thet we must get after the irrespon-
sible chauffeur, the man who takes In
the highballe and goes joy riding.

59 Persons Killed Last Year.

He sald that In 1911 there were
kllled 28 persons and this number in-
creased to 68 in 1812 and of this num-
ber only eleven persons were abla to
take care of themselves. He urged
adoption of the measurs as a matter
of real public safety. Mr. Xirch-
berger spoke_in favor of the adoption
of the propeﬁad act for now some of
the automobllists have mo regard for
God, man or the devil, and Instead
of driving through ci streeta they
shouid be ip Wetherafleld driving shoe
nails, where he said they belonged.

Mr. Hall of Willington said he did
not belleve In & change of the pres-
ent law, but if Mr. Thoms would frama
a law directed at drunkeén chauffeurs
it would have his hearty support. The
fact that minety per cent. of the au-
tomobilista were careful drivers, ac-
cordin to Mr. Thoms, demonsirated
that there was no need for change in
the prescnt law, but a need for an ad-
ditional law that was applicable to
the other ten per cent.

Encourages Trap Service.

Mr., Lockwood of Stamford was op-
posed to the Thoms bill because of the
spacification of twelve miles an hour
ag tho lmit of gpeed in citles and
boroughs. Thia feature encouraged
the trap service of the country con-
stable who enforced the law for the
coln therse was in it, rather than for
the public good.

STARTLING CONDITIONS POR-

TRAYED IN REPORTS.

AT LITTLE FALLS, N. Y.

Roofs Leaky, Cellars Filled With Gar-
bage or Water, Sleeping Rooms Over-
crowded anc‘l Many Windowless.

Albany, March 18—The report of the
state labor department on Its investl-
gation of condlitions among the Lit-
tle Fallse workers ,brought toe publle
attention by the recent strike was
given out today. *“But certrinly it is
& matter of grave public concern,” the
report says, “when a conslderable body
of wage earnersgs are found In such
llving conditions as are revealed by
this report. The larger siguificance of
the situation lies in the fact that there
is reason to suppose that more or less
silmilar conditions are to be found
elsewhere.”

Men Receive $9 or Less.

The investigators stote that prior
to the strike half the men workers re-
ceived a weekly wage of §9 or leses,
while half of the women received leas
than $7.60. *““This settlement of the
strike,” the report adds, “made hut
littla if any change from conditions
as to wages.” Monthly rents for the
space occupled by a single famlily or
group run from 36 to $18.

Of living conditions iae report says.

Leaky Roofs, No Bathrooms.

“The hduses are frame stinctures,
buflt singly or in gropsa Bathrooms
are entirely absent. Leaky roofs make
1y rooms Impessible, Venillation is
always bad. y Cellars were found tilled
with water, ashes, wasce, gorbnze and
manure,

"Sleaping rooms sare small. Some are
windowless. Overcrowding is the rule,
Windows are kept constantly ¢losed,
even the cracks being filled or ~over-
ed. The air of the sleeping rooms Is
charged with odore from the kitchen,
thea washtub, the garbage heap, and
the cellar, and in this condition is
EBreather zgaln by* the sleepers. The

kitchen s also dining room, living
room, laanndry, and, In some cases a
sleeping room.
Ne Family Privaoy.
‘““The terms family is little nsed in
this report. This 18 intarnal. Family

privacy ls a thing unknown to the tex-
tila workers. This cannot be credit-
ed to a low morel standard, for phy-
picians testify to a relatively high
standard of morals.

“Desalers state that ths mill workers
buy a fairly good grade of food but
of the children enrollad in the schools
one-sixth are reported suffering from
mainutrition.”
