A man Who has grown up with the
New Haven road from Its earlier days
when it was purely a Connecticut cor-
poration, and who has had a peculiar-
ly good opportunity of watching the
growth and progress of the big cor-
poration, is Edwin P. Lyon, the man
in charge at the press agent's office in
the general offices of the New Haven
road. While Maj. Isaac Bromley is
the road's press agent, his activities
have for some time been of such a
nature as to take him away from the
office he has held for years, and Mr.
Lyon is the ever cheerful, ever oblig-
ing and ever-ale- rt "man on the job."

In Mr. Lyon the road has an em-
ploye than whom none is more loyal
or faithful. His is the "buffer state"
between the inquisitive press and the
business of the roach and all inquiries
regarding the road are made through
him. Through the .years which he hasspent dealing with the reporters of
various papers he has always main-
tained the same cheerful and sunny
disposition, the same pleasant smile
and the same willingness to put him-
self to no end of trouble to secure the
desired information for the question-
er. That in itself would constitute
a fairly busy job for a man, but in
addition Mr. Lyon operates the road'spress clipping bureau, where every

Recently the road has established
publicity offices in Boston and New
York and the entire department is now
operated on a .larger scale with the
idea of giving the public a still great-
er knowledge of the policies, and activ-
ities of. the road. This has meant
more work for Mr. Lyon, but he has
continued to be the same obligingfi,
good natured gentleman, the associa-
tion with whom has proved to be so
pleasant to many newspapermen in the
past.

Executive Committee Passed Vote at
Meeting Here Friday.

At a meeting of the executive com-
mittee of the New London County Agri-
cultural-society held here Friday, one
of the important actions of public in-
terest was a vot-- to advance the price
of admission from 35 cents to 50 cents
which had been contemplated for some
time. This puts the New London
county fair in line with the admission
price charged at all the other prin-
cipal fairs of the state.

CITY BEAUTIFUL.

Clean-u- p Week Cominq Again Untidy
Streets and Street Signs Dis-
cussed.

Another clean-u- p week for Norwich,
a petition to be addressed to the
mayor and common council over the
untidy condition of the streets, and the
endorsement of new etreet signs like
those which had already been approved
by the Board of Trade were three
matters upon which favorable vptes
were passed on Friday evening at a
meeting of the City Beautiful com-
mittee held, at the home of the presi-
dent. Oliver L. Johnson. In regard to
the street signs, which were" presented
by A. L. Peale. the matter was re-

ferred to the committee on parks and
irees.

The time from April 19th to 26th
was designated for clean-u- p week, thus
bringing in two Saturdays on which
the school children could be inter-
ested. The petition about the streets
was prepared and 22 signatures se-

cured on the spot. It is the expecta-
tion to secure a big number of sign-
ers, whether members of the assocla-t'o- n

or not. Particular criticism was
directed against the present method of
e.fch-ca- rt collection, which because no
covers are used on the carts litters the
street with everything that is blown
off the load. One observer remarked
that all the use he could see the pres-
ent canvas covers were put to was to
furnish a soft seat for the driver. A
lively interest in city conditions was
shown and the members indicated that
they were out to do active work In the
coming season.

speaker.
