- The church at New Lon-
don receives $700 from the estate of
Lucius - H. Bushnell, the income only
to be used, A few weeks before he
died, Mr. L. L. Felt of Hartford, an
earnest friend of the Wapplng church,
gave to that society a block of stock,
in the Republic Iron and Steel Co.
There are thirty shares of preferred
stock and it has a market value of
$85 per share, making the gift $2,500.
The income only is to be used for
ministerial support. By the will of
Mrs. Esther D. Turkington, of Mystic,
the church at Mystic is tQ receive her
dwelling house for a parsonagel This
is a place worth $3,000. It is a good
house, in a good, location. By the
same will the church at Old Mystic
is to receive $200.

$47,950 In 6 Years.
The total of the gifts and bequests

received by the churches on the Nor-
wich district in six years is $47,950.
This is muchvmore than one-four- th of
the total of their invested funds. In
addition to this $1,600 has been given
by bequests, to two benevolent en-
terprises, the Conference Claimants
and The Woman's Home Missionary
Society. Such giving as this is help-
ing to settle the question whether or
not the Methodist Episcopal churches
are to be driven out of the rural sec-
tion of Eastern Connecticut without
such help as this the churches in many
of these places, must surely decline
and die.

Wlllimantio Camp Meeting.
" One of the long time evangelising

agencies of the Norwich district has
been the Willimantio Camp Meeting.
The meeting this year was no less in-
spiring than formerly, though it was
not attended with as great results ia
conversions as in some years. . It has
seemed in latter years that less num-
bers, of unconverted attend the Camp
Meeting than formerly. Thls is the
experience of all modern Camp Meet-- !
ings. We have done what we could to
overcome the tendency at Willimantlc
We have poured out our money in
greater amounts than ever to equip
the place. We have reseated the whole
auditorium. We have dug - new
wells, bousrht five acres of additional
land, added two new dormitories for
ministers, lighted the whole ground
with electricity, beautified the ap-
proaches, perfected the play grounds
etc., to the amount ,of $4,000 in the last
five years. We have organized a new
and successful summer institute for
the Epworth League, which gives an
extra week of interesting meetings for
the youth of the district, and we now
have an organized ladies' auxiliary
under the leadership of Mrs. Costello
LippHt, which is the best financial asr
set the Association has. At the pres-
ent time this Auxiliary is rebuilding
the house which the Association pro-
vides for the District Superintendent
on the camp ground. We are leaving
the whole institution in the best con
dition it has ever been. May God
make it a gloriously helpful force
evangelistieally for every church on
the district.

Gain In Benevolent Collections.
Forty two pastors reporting, indi-

cate that there will be some advance
in the amount of the benevolent col-
lections this year. Eighteen churchesreport Increased collections. In some
of them the increase is auite large.
If this works out as reported, we will
continue our record of the five prev-
ious years. In three years, we have
advanced the totals of the Missionary
eollections as well as the totals of all
the collections each year, and that
without making extraordinary cam-
paigns or reflecting the other import-
ant matters of the district.

Gain In District Population.
I you would note that this, the

sms.iicst uislrict of the conference,
five years ago had one thousand mem-
bers less than the next district above
it. , In these live years that difference
is reduced to less than seven hundred.
Also, that in the collection for the
Home Missionary society and for the
Forelgrn Missionary society, it had
coma to the second place fgur years
sigo and that it has maintained that
position, giving to the one $1,500 and
to the other $1,700 more than that
larg-s- district in these years will you
note also that it has maintained the
second place for two years in the sum
total of all the Disciplinary benevo-
lences given, having given $600 in
excess of the other district, and that
this smallest district is first In the
size of the gifts or bequests to any
benevolent cause. It has given the
largest gift($l,000) to the Conference
Claimants fund and this year the In-
come on that bequest to the worn out
preachers was $800. It has also given
one gift of $10,000 to the Womans'
Heme Missionary society. Pardon me
if for this once I say this district haspossibilities that have not been appre-
ciated. Even in these hard days inspite of emigration and lmigration it
has grown and with fair treatment
will, continue to grow. It has given
to the church and will continue
to give if Its interests are " cared
for. That care must extend
not alone to the appointment of aproper District Superintendent, andpastors but to the Missionary society
as well. They have given to .this the
only district of the Conference that
for four years has increased its gifts
to the foreign field, the petty sum of
$100 to help its' needy fields each year
while to the missions of the other dis-
tricts they .givethousands of dollars.
It is my last opportunity to say in
this way that such a policy is sui-
cidal. It is most profitable to spend
the society's money where there is
most return, and it is not wise to dis-
criminate against a people becausethey speak the English language.

Property Matters.
There is considerably over $700,060

worth of real estate belonging to our
church in this district and invested
furds and endowments that amount
to $172,000. In the six years not one
dollar of these funds has been lost.
They are invested in various ways, a
earefu oversight of which the Dis-
trict Superintendent has endeavored
to give. There has not been a single
failure to get the income for the use
of the churches, save in the case ef a
single block of stocks which were giv-
en to a certain church, the invest
ment f the funds having been made
by the donor himself before it was
given. On these the dividends have
been passed onee.

Repairs and Improvements.
Thirty-fou- r churches report- - repairs

and improvements to the amount et
$5,900 this year. In addition to these
several enterprises deserve a word of
recognition. Bockville has recen- -

structed its parish hall at a cost of
$2,700. Of this amount $700 is already
paid, and the place is so adapted to
its use as to be now able to pay a
large part of its own debt.

Putnam's New Organ..
Putnam is in the midst of an organ

building project. Ever since it was
built their beautiful new church build-- ,

ing has waited for a pipe organ. Thisyear the pastor and friends, have
raised in subscriptions, toward this
$625. Mr. Carnegie has promised the
last $750, and the friends are working
for $700 to complete the entire price.
Old Mystic has risen to new victories.
In the summer a fire destroyed the
place where the Ladies" Aid Society,
Epworth League, and other societies
of the church were accustomed to
meet. It seems to have been a much
needed fire, for the place was inade-
quate and difficult of access, being a
room over a store. When there was
no ' other place to go to the society
arose and betook itself to building.
It now has a splendid parish house on
the land owned by the church. . By
the gift of a strip of land from our
sister Jane Dean of the Old Mystic
church the church lot is enlarged and
the approach to the parish house ia
completed, making it easily accessi-
ble to the store. The place is worth
over $2,000 but such was the care and
economy of the pastor. Brother A. H,
Withee, it cost, complete only $1650.
Portland has moved its chapel- - up to
the church and connected-H- t. It will
be found to be a great improvement.
The cost is $875 all of which is paid.

Debt Reductions.
The reduction of debts on the ' dis-

trict this year is not iarge. Moosup
paid $312, Willimantlc , $250, East
Hartford $50, jjewett City $13B, and
Portland $1,200. The last two named
have thereby extinguished their , debts.
In the six years we have raised and
spent in - repairs $66,170, For new
building wo have paid $24,600 en debts
$14,250. .,,

churches in these needy fields.

Sale of the Lebanon Church.
For many years there has existed an

ancient and unused Methodist Episco-
pal church in Lebanon, Conn It was
built in the pastorate of Rev, L. B.
Bates, while he was yet a very young
man. It has not been used for many
years and in the course of time, the
structure, through decay became dan-
gerous. ' We did not own the land,
which, by the terms of the deed, re-
verted to the heirs of a certain estate,
when the place ceased to be used as
a Methodist church. This , year we
have had the building torn down and
sold. The few dollars realized for it
have been deposited with the funds, of
tho conference. There are three other
buildings which the District Superin-
tendent had hoped he might dispose
of before the close i of his administra-
tion. It has not been possible to do
it to advantage. This waits for other
hards..

Pastor's Salaries.
We are thankful to record anotheryear that the salaries of the pasters

have been increased in some ehurehes.
There is now $4,400 moreejning to
the pastors of the district than when
we began working together. Thank
God, we have been able to do this
much. I have lenged and tried to do
more, for I have been entirely appre-iatn- e

of the need in many parsonage
homes. The difficulties attending the
securing of increase in salaries are
often very great. Only faithful, longi
continued, far-seein- g,

. planning will
succeed. The District Superintendent
can best do this. No, more than any
one else is in the position so to fit the
ministers to the churches and to in-
spire the Official Boards, that they will
recognize the pastor's claim to an
adequate support.

Church Federation.
In two cases there have been efforts

to unite our churches with those of a
different denomination, in some sort
of union for worship and service,
while at the same time, preserving the
integrity of the societies. In both
cases the basis of union has been
practically the same, and is such that
I think thii plan ought to be known to
those desiring to bring about a union
in the email communities where it is
needed. In one case our effort suc-
ceeded, and the Norwich North Main
street Church is to join in worship
with , the Greeneville Baptist church.
The experiment is for one year and
after that may be discontinued, by the
wish of either party, at the end of
six months after notice. The property
of each party remains untouched, by
the new arrangement in the possession
of the church owning it. The organ--
ization, which is composed of the
members of both churches, meets and
provides' for worship in one congrega-
tion, and with one Sabbath Behool.
In the other ease, above alluded to,
the effort to bring the ehurehes to-
gether failed. There were fourteen
members of the ehuroh not Methodist,
to vote on the question. Nine voted
against union and five voted for. it.
That four votes of a little ehurch like
that can keep a whole community di-
vided and can perpetuate a condition;
by which the Missionary societies or
two denominations are compelled to
help support two little churches, seeraa
a peer recommendation for th6 system.
When will the true spirit ef fraternity
and reasonableness eenae te the
Christians of the little neighborhood?
Sunday 8ohoola and Other Societies,

These show conditions similar te
those of former years. There ia, how-
ever, a stronger tendency for men and
boys to attend the Sabbath School and
to take interest in forming organized
classes. - This, witH the tendency that
has been noted for a" year or two, to
form clubs, men's bretherheods etc.,
seems to me to indicate a greater in-
terest on the part of mea in the church.
It should be cultivated in every way.
I cannot close this last report of six
years service without recording my
gratitude to God for His guiding ana
sustaining pewer and My gratitude te
the pasters and their families, as well
as the laymen of jjie churches for
their hospitality, their support and
their splendid response te every effort
to lead the workers of the Kingdom to
higher levels of experience and labec.

Valedictory Word.
I aceeptsd fey appoiatas&t six jssacs

ago reluctantly ami. frem a sense ef
duty. I did not anticipate with pleas-
ure the work of a District Superin-
tendent, but it has proven a great joy
to me. In laborious travel and in
many opportunities for mishap Provi-
dential care has been given mc. I
have enjoyed doing the business inci-
dent to the work. I have enjoyed the
struggles and God has given me great
joy in every opportunity that has come
to "me to help my brothers. I have
learned new lessons in the great
spiritual truth that as we labor we
receive more than we can give. I
have learned to love my brothers in
thq ministry in increasing measure.
As a guest in their homes, sharing the
loaf and the cup there has been a
communion of spirit that is a real and
a blesseed thing.. I would record also
that my relation with the other Dis-
trict Superintendents has been an in-
creasing pleasure from year to year.
It is no mean test of temper, of faith
and of character to counsel together
for six years, to adjust interests 'that
seem often to conflict, to set aside per-
sonal prejudices and seek only the
wifest and sanest judgments, This
has been the ideal toward which we
have ever struggled. It is my sineere
hope that my successor may find it
is possible to perpeuate with the
suecessors of these my confreres the
traditions and ideals which have been
ours,

I loek forward te a new pastorate
gladly and hopefully as I loek back-
ward toward the district in the hills
thankfully. As Ged has led us in the
