The Fastest Growing Trees

Hard, fine-grained, dursble wood ns-
ually grows slowly. Amost remarkable
exception is the sucalyptus, and this it
is that gives the tres ita great value as
a2 means of reforestation. Itis said that
the sucalyptus grows five times a5 rap-
idly as any other tree. Seedlings have
been observed to make an averags
growth of sixwinches in height a day;
and one tree in California attained a
height of 125 feet and a diameter of
thirty-efx inches in nine years. The
eucalyptue will not thrive where there
are froste, but in the South it promises
to go a long way toward the

Show Every Dstail of Processes Too
Rapid for the Eye To See.

The extension of the art of moving
pletures from the fild of amusement
to that of scientific observations is be-
coming a reslity. Several years aszo
2ays Cassler's Magazine, It was noted
that the possibilities of continuous
tography indicated a method of inves-
tlgating movements and operations
which occurred too rapldly to be prop-
erly studled by the unalded sye.

The microscope permils the exami-
nation of things far too minute for
study by ordinary vision; the telescope
brings distant objects near: the micro-
phonea magnifies feeble sounds; the
stroboscope permits the study of rapid-
ly revolving bodieg and gives instant-

ects.
