increase of $200 in salary, while
work has lessened.

grade in neighboring cities, New Lon-
don, for example, while much more is

Eueene Tsaye. who is to give a re
cital in Slater Memorial hall on Friday
night, gave a farewell concert in Car-
negie hall. New York, on Sunday af-
ternoon before an audience that went
almost wild with enthusiasm and
proved that he is unquestionably the
greatest violinist in tne wona toaay.
