Alfred Lafontaine and Armand Bi
beault Got $72 on Bad Paper.

T7n to Wednesday afternoon four bad
checks had come into the First Na-
tional bank from two Putnam boys,
now missing from' their homes in this
city.

The Bibeault boy's mother says

ward Grosvenordale, with one of the

One or tnese cnecKS
is for $25, theother for $2 In each
case the date is April 14 and the num
ber of the check 19, the larger cnecK
being made in favor of Bibeault, the
smaller in favor of Lafontaine.

The checks that appeared Wednes-
day from G. N. Durant are also dated
April 14, and numbered 10. The name
of the maker is written m eacn as
Pierre H. Myers, in each case a for
gery. One of these cneeks, maae in
favor of Laiontaine, is for . $20, the
other, made in favor of Bibeault, is
for $25. Mr. Durant said he received
the checks Tuesday, accepting them in
payment for small purchases, ana
paying the boys the airterence, mis
being the same method used in fleecing

So Police and Others Think Who Have
Seen Evidences of Firebug.

"M. I. Right," whose name does not
appear in the city directory, sets up in
print the theory that the "Putnam cor-
respondence in a daily paper that cir-
culates in Putnam," relative to the
police having evidence that convinces
them that the fire at the Fair Grounds
was incendiary, is all buncombe. This

brought in, and why the whole mass
was smeared with lard and afterwards
causrht afire in one certain building.
Mr. M. I Right may be right, the hope
is that he is and then, again, he may
be In any event, the police
have" collected some evidence in their
months of work on the fire cases that
the expression "all buncombe" does
not begin to explain. If all . that ev- -
idence were given to the public there
misrht possibly be less skepticism per- -
haps.
