YSAYE TOWERS ABOVE ALL.

The Great Belgian is Sometimes Called
the Carusco of the Vielin—Will Ap-
pear in Slater Hall This Evening.

Eight years ago BEugene Ysaye made
hig last American tour, and at that
time Norwich had the good fortune to
s e him for a recital. During the
time that has elapsed since his former
visit the pgreat Belzian has won rec-
ognition as the greatest violinist of
the world, and ysar by year his power
scems to incresise.

It was on Jan. 1805, that he
made his former appearance and The
Norwich Morning Bulletin thus com-
menis on his recital and reception ac-
corded Ysaye: -

“The programme was in five num-
bers, four for the violin and one lor
the plano, and it was arranged to bring
out many-gided art of the gregt
player. It opened with the rendition
of Beethoven's Kreutzer Sonata, which
occuplaed 35 minutes, The opening
