fire started, in the rear of Redwood,
was burned to the ground.

The kitchen ell of Kedwood was the
only' part of that bone which the
fire reached.

In' response to a call for help from
Lebanon, representing- that there was
prospect of the fire getting beyond
crntrol and making aclean sweep of a
dozen houses along the Green, the
Norwich autochemical, with Chief
Howard L. Stanton and a crew of sev-
en men, was sent to the fire, but when
it reached there the Lebanon people
had tbe blaze, ail under control. The
Norwich men used a few tanks of
chemical in potting out some of the
still smoldering portians of the roof
of Redwood.

Protecting Adjaining Buildings.
In the work of protecting adjoining

on transportation, recently appointed
by the governors of the several states.

The meeting, which was private, was
called by Governor Baldwin of Con-
necticut, chairman of the governor's
conference.
