consideration of the facts rather
than through trouble and violence.

This of ooorse end 3 the matter for
the present as far as the firemen are
concerned. They will do their same
work and get more pay for it, but it
leaves the railroads in a positi-- n

Trhere they must work out the neces-
sary . increase for the additional cost
of operation, which additional cost dot s
not mean increased efficiency or in-
come. The railroads therefore rauf1
meet It toy curtailment of expenses, by
Increased cosiness or by permission
of the interstate commerce commis-
sion to-- raise rates and get it from the
public. This fa one phase of the ques-
tion which must be worked out.

CHECKING POLLUTION.
Strong efforts are being- made in be-

half of checking the pollution of the
rivers and streams of the state and
through the recognition of the condi-
tions, the need of bettering- them be-
comes manifest. The effect which suhpollution has upon oyster beds is
jrrowing- with the increased amount
of injurious matter which is poured
Into the rivers, and it has also served
to drive away the fish and otherwise
operated to make rivers dangerous from
the standpoint of health. General use
is made of the rivers for sewage pur-
poses wherever available until it is
considered the natural method of con-
structing sewer systems, but with the
constant additions to the sewage fnni
all communities along the rivers the
situation ta growing worse instead of
better. This of course is a tendency
In the wrong direction and which it
Is sought to improve.

The overcoming of the pollution of
streams will involve a large expense
to cities and factories, but it could
hardly be expected to be entirely
removed.' The effort in behalf of the
bill before the general assembly at
the present time will bring the statu-
te a better realization of the need pf
checking this growing practice. If 1

can serve to bring about a check upon
pollution so that It will decrease in-
stead of increase an appreciable stat
will have been made. The attempt is
being made none too early to bring
aboat a. proper realization of the Pit
nation before it is too late.

New Haven, April 24. Sir William
Osier, M. D., Sc. D., regius professor at
Oxford university, England, is deliv-
ering the Silliman lectures, the most
important at Yale, this week. His
subject is The Evolution of Modern
Medicine, and his lectures have been
attended with the greatest interest.
The Silliman endowment is approxi-
mately $87,900, the Income of which
makes it possible to secure the leaders
of seience from Europe and this coun-
try.

The views of Dr. Osier, original as
they are, have not infrequently brought
criticism upon their author. The
storm which arose after his exposition
of an age limit of 60, after which chlo-
roform should be the due of the ordi-
nary man, was an example. On a
lesser ecale than this somewhat per-
verted and distorted spreading of his
remark eight years ago were reports
of a talk that Dr. Osier gave at the
Sunday evening religious meeting in
Dwight hall on A. Way of Life. Dr.
Osier said that he owed his success in
life to the early formation of habits
of work and thought. To achieve this
efficiency, he advocated what he term-
ed "living in day-tig- ht compartments,
applying to life the figure of the ocean
liner with its air-tig- ht bulkheads."
The day-tig- ht compartments he pro-
posed to serve the purpose of excluding
the memories of the past and lore-bodin- gs

and thoughts of the future.
This statement, like many others, was
taken out of its setting by some critics,
and to Dr. Osier was credited an Epi-
curean philosophy which he did not
merit. But. not carried to the ex-
treme, his suggestion, as tried and
tested by experience, not to carry n
today the burdens of yesterday and to-
morrow, is surely applicable to the
modern day and a. practical wav of
living a saner and happier life.
