Love Chief of the Graces.
Love, v then, is "the chief of (.he

graces. It. thinks no evil, wishes . no
harm, does no wrong, is not given u
falsehood, fault finding or suspicion. It
ss tno keystone of the arch of all the
Christian graces which gives beauty
and symmetry and permanency to the
others. Witness the acts of brother-
hood of the rich and poor in Omaha
when the recent tornado entailed the
loss cf many millions of dollars.

Love, as another says, "is the parent
of many virtues." 'Love begets justice
and then adds the quality of mercy."
It is the parent, of patience, forbear-
ance, humility and meekness.

The great value and charm of life as
shown in our actions is through love
as the controlling principle.

The Christian church has for 19 cen-
turies been advocating this love, which'
was so dear to the heart of Chrisr.
Peace and comfort, health and strength
have been given to inumerable souls
since because thev have experienced
this Divine love. This church andyour order, with its million or more
members, living in all parts of the
world, is teaching the universal father
hood of God and universal brotherhoo.I,
for the members in darkest Africa, or
in wintry Alaska.or att he South Pole
are united in the bonds of love as am
the members in- our city; the same
spirit of helpfulness, of honesty of pur-
pose and living, the sam-- pledge of
Justice and mercy, the same obligation
to do good rests upon all alike.

Brotherhood of the Church.

Let us all bring our friendships to
the highest efficiency and make them
Instruments of righteousness. Let
truth control every action and word.
Iet love rule supreme in life, for it is
the bond of brotherhood.
